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Takes over prime spawning site traditionally used by native species, competing with native fish for habitat.


Can reproduce up to six times a summer, allowing their populations to explode.








Inspect your boat, trailer, and equipment for any signs of Round Gobies.


Drain water from the motor, live well, bilge, and transom well while on shore and before leaving any water body.


Spray your boat and boating equipment with high-pressure water or leave it sit in the sun to dry for five days.
