Stop the invasion of...
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Disrupts cattle grazing


Exclude native shrubs and herbs from establishing


May be detrimental to nesting of native birds








Report sightings to national forest office 


Avoid transporting plants or seed by travel through infested areas


Remove all seeds from clothing, shoes, pets, and equipment and tire treads.


Volunteer to assist with removal of invasive species 














Shrubby, arching thorny plant with numerous arching stems (canes), may reach 3 m in height


 Fringed stipule at base of leaf stem, looks like feathers


Large clusters of showy, fragrant, white to pink flowers occur in dense to sparse panicles.
