Stop the invasion of...
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Host for black stem rust in wheat


Displaces a variety of native herb and shrub species


Forms dense stands in canopy forests and open woodlands








Report sightings to national forest office 


Avoid transporting plants or seed by travel through infested areas


Remove all seeds from clothing, shoes, pets, and equipment and tire treads.


Volunteer to assist with removal of invasive species 














Upright fountain or dome shaped thorny shrub 2’ – 3’ in height, may reach 6’


Green (sometimes red, copper or variegated) spatula shaped leaves appearing in tufts along the stem


Yellow 6-petaled flowers.
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Berberis thunbergii
