Stop the invasion of...
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Causes extensive crop yield losses through competition


Displaces native plants


The prickly mature foliage deters livestock from grazing








Report sightings to national forest office 


Avoid transporting plants or seed by travel through infested areas


Remove all seeds from clothing, shoes, pets, and equipment and tire treads.


Volunteer to assist with removal of invasive species 














Height: upright perennial, 2-5’ tall


Green leaves are sessile, tapering, deeply divided with prickly edges; with a smooth or slightly downy underside


Flowers: numerous ¾” rose-pink or white flowers on upper stems
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Cirsium arvense
