Stop the invasion of...
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Drought tolerant and thrives in a variety of soils


Out competes and displaces native plant species


Provides dense shade interfering with succession and the nutrient cycle








Report sightings to national forest office 


Avoid transporting plants or seed by travel through infested areas


Remove all seeds from clothing, shoes, pets, and equipment and tire treads.


Volunteer to assist with removal of invasive species 














Deciduous shrub, small tree up to 20’ tall


Leaves are alternate, lance-shaped, dark green above and silver-white scaled below, creating a two-toned effect


Flowers: Light yellow borne along twigs after the leaves appear
