Changes to Monitoring Matrix Tables 1V-3b in Chapter IV

Administrative corrections are defined at 36 CFR 219.7(b) and may be made at any time and are
not plan amendments or revisions. Administrative corrections include the following:

1) Corrections and updates of data and maps;

2) Corrections of typographical errors or other non-substantive changes;

3) Changes in the monitoring program and monitoring information;

4) Changes in timber management projections or other projections of uses and activities;

5) Other changes in the plan document or set of documents that are not substantive changes

in the plan components.

Forest Plan Chapter 1V, pages 1V-8 through 1V-12

The Monongahela Land and Resource Management Plan (Forest Plan) was revised and released
in September 2006. Thus, Fiscal Year (FY) 2007 was the first year that Forest resources and
activities were monitored under the Monitoring Plan found in Chapter 1V of the 2006 Forest
Plan. During preparation of the FY 2007 Annual Monitoring Report, the Forest Planner and
Forest Specialists came across a number of changes they felt were needed in the Chapter 1V
Monitoring Matrix tables in order to better capture what was actually being monitored on the
Forest and what was driving the need to monitor. Those changes are captured below.

Forest Plan Chapter 1V, page 1V-8, Monitoring Matrix Table 1VV-3b, Item 18, Heritage
Resources: Are mitigation measures effective and being followed as recommended in project
designs?

Change to: Are project-specific mitigation measures being followed as recommended in project
designs? If so, are they providing effective protection for heritage resources?

Rationale for Change: We are clarifying that we want to monitor both the implementation and
effectiveness of mitigation measures for heritage resources.

Forest Plan Chapter 1V, page 1V-8, Monitoring Matrix Table 1VV-3b, Item 19, Heritage
Resources: Are heritage resources being affected in non-project areas?

Change to: Are heritage resources being affected in non-project areas from activities such as
looting, OHV use, or erosion?

Rationale for Change: We are clarifying that we are monitoring effects from activities other
than project-related actions, such as general looting, OHV use, or erosion processes.




Forest Plan Chapter 1V, page 1V-9, Monitoring Matrix Table 1V-3b, Item 20, Minerals: No
change needed to Item 20, but there is a need to add two additional monitoring items for
Minerals monitoring:

Add: Item 21 - How close are projected estimates of National Forest System land that could be
impacted by natural gas development to actual amounts?

Rationale for Addition: We wanted an item to indicate whether or not previous estimates of
earth disturbance associated with gas development are valid, as they provide the basis for effects
analysis related to a variety of Forest resources.

Add: Item 22 - Are minerals, especially energy-producing minerals, available for exploration,
development, and production at predicted levels?

Rationale for Addition: This item will help us track progress toward achieving Plan Objective
MGO06, as well as Goals MGO01 and MGO3.

Forest Plan Chapter 1V, page 1V-9, Monitoring Matrix Table 1V-3b, Item 21, Public Health
and Safety: Do Forest-provided drinking water sources meet standards to protect human health?

Change to: Delete this specific item and incorporate into Public Health and Safety Item 22—
Are Forest facilities and recreation sites safe for employee and public use and enjoyment?

Rationale for Change: Public drinking water is just one of many facility-related public safety
concerns on the Forest.

Forest Plan Chapter 1V, page 1V-9, Monitoring Matrix Table 1V-3b, Item 22, Public Health
and Safety: Are Forest facilities and recreation sites safe for employee and public use and
enjoyment?

Change to: Change Item number from 22 to 23.

Rationale for Change: Due to the additions of Minerals Items 21 and 22, this combined item
changes to number 23 in the corrected Monitoring Matrix.

Forest Plan Chapter 1V, page 1V-9, Monitoring Matrix Table I1V-3b, Item 23, Recreation:
To what extent does the Forest provide a range of motorized and non-motorized recreation
opportunities that incorporate diverse public interests yet achieve applicable Management
Prescription goals?

Change to: Change Item number from 23 to 24.

Rationale for Change: Due to changes in the Item numbering above, this item changes to
number 24 in the corrected Monitoring Matrix.



Forest Plan Chapter 1V, page 1V-9, Monitoring Matrix Table I1V-3b, Item 24, Recreation:
To what extent are Forest management activities within the Recreation Opportunity Spectrum
Objectives (ROS)?

Change to: Change Item number from 24 to 25.

Rationale for Change: Due to changes in the Item numbering above, this item changes to
number 25 in the corrected Monitoring Matrix.

Forest Plan Chapter 1V, page 1V-9, Monitoring Matrix Table 1V-3b, Item 25, Recreation:
To what extent do Forest recreation facilities and opportunities meet accessibility, health, safety,
cost, and maintenance requirements and achieve resource and social objectives?

Change to: To what extent do Forest recreation facilities and opportunities meet accessibility,
cost, and maintenance needs to achieve resource and social objectives? Also, change Item
number from 25 to 26.

Rationale for Change: Health and safety concerns for recreation sites are already covered under
Monitoring Item 22 (now Item 23). Due to changes in the Item numbering above, this item
changes to number 26 in the corrected Monitoring Matrix.

Forest Plan Chapter 1V, page 1V-9, Monitoring Matrix Table 1V-3b, Item 26, Regional
Forester Sensitive Species: To what extent is Forest management contributing to the
conservation of sensitive species and maintaining or restoring their habitat conditions?

Change to: Change Item number from 26 to 39.

Rationale for Change: We are changing the number so that this item will be next to T&E
Species monitoring in the corrected Monitoring Matrix. These two items are closely related.

Forest Plan Chapter 1V, page 1V-9, Monitoring Matrix Table 1\VV-3b, Item 28, Soils: Is soil
detrimental disturbance associated with land management activities below the 15% soil
productivity loss threshold?

Change to: Change Item number from 28 to 31.

Rationale for Change: We are changing the number so that this item will be next to the
watershed monitoring in the corrected Monitoring Matrix. These items are closely related.

Forest Plan Chapter 1V, page 1V-10, Monitoring Matrix Table 1V-3b, Item 29, Soils: Is
acid deposition affecting soil productivity loss, and if so, is it affecting land sustainability?

Change to: Change Item number from 29 to 32.

Rationale for Change: We are changing the number so that this item will be next to the
watershed monitoring in the corrected Monitoring Matrix. These items are closely related.



Forest Plan Chapter 1V, page 1V-10, Monitoring Matrix Table 1V-3b, Item 30, Special
Uses: Does management of special forest products, recreation/wilderness and other special use
permits meet Forest Plan and Agency direction?

Change to: Change Item number from 30 to 28.

Rationale for Change: Due to changes in the Item numbering above, this item changes to
number 28 in the corrected Monitoring Matrix.

Forest Plan Chapter 1V, page 1V-10, Monitoring Matrix Table 1V-3b, Item 31, Threatened
and Endangered Species: To what extent is Forest management contributing to the protection
and recovery of threatened and endangered species?

Change to: Change Item number from 31 to 38.

Rationale for Change: We are changing the number so that this item will be next to Sensitive
Species monitoring in the corrected Monitoring Matrix. These two items are closely related.

Forest Plan Chapter 1V, page 1V-10, Monitoring Matrix Table 1V-3b, Item 32,
Transportation System: To what extent is the Forest, in coordination with other public road
agencies, providing safe, cost-effective, minimum necessary road systems for administrative and
public use?

Change to: Change Item number from 32 to 29.

Rationale for Change: Due to changes in the Item numbering described above, this item changes
to number 29 in the corrected Monitoring Matrix.

Forest Plan Chapter 1V, page 1V-10, Monitoring Matrix Table 1V-3b, Item 33,
Transportation System: To what extent are road and trails closures effective in prohibiting
unauthorized motor vehicle use?

Change to: To what extent are road and trails closures effective in prohibiting unauthorized
motor vehicle use and associated impacts? Also, change Item number from 33 to 30.

Rationale for Change: We also want to monitor how closures are or are not reducing impacts
from unauthorized motor vehicle use (see Item 46). Due to changes in the Item numbering
above, this item changes to number 30 in the corrected Monitoring Matrix.

Forest Plan Chapter 1V, page 1V-10, Monitoring Matrix Table 1V-3b, Item 35, Vegetation:
Are non-native invasive plants located and treated to prevent or limit further spread?

Change to: Change Item number from 35 to 37.

Rationale for Change: We are changing the number so that this item will be located between
Sensitive Species and Vegetation monitoring in the corrected Monitoring Matrix.



Forest Plan Chapter 1V, page 1V-10, Monitoring Matrix Table IVV-3b, Item 36, Vegetation:
Is timber harvesting sustainable over the long term and maintained at predictable and dependable
levels?

Change to: Change Item number from 36 to 33.

Rationale for Change: Due to changes in the Item numbering above, item changes to number 33
in the corrected Monitoring Matrix.

Forest Plan Chapter 1V, page 1V-11, Monitoring Matrix Table 1V-3b, Item 37, Vegetation
Composition and Structure: To what extent are Forest management, natural disturbances, and
subsequent recovery processes changing vegetation composition and structure?

Change to: Change Item number from 37 to 35.

Rationale for Change: Due to changes in the Item numbering above, this item changes to
number 35 in the corrected Monitoring Matrix.

Forest Plan Chapter 1V, page IV-11, Monitoring Matrix Table 1V-3b, Item 38, Vegetation
Composition and Structure: To what extent is the Forest meeting vegetation composition and
age class desired conditions and goals for MPs 3.0, 4.1, and 6.1?

Change to: To what extent is the Forest meeting vegetation composition and age class
objectives and desired conditions for Management Prescriptions 3.0, 4.1, and 6.1? Also, change
Item number from 38 to 36.

Rationale for Change: We are clarifying that we are tracking age class objectives rather than
goals. Also, due to changes in the Item numbering above, this item changes to number 36 in the
corrected Monitoring Matrix.

Forest Plan Chapter 1V, page 1V-11, Monitoring Matrix Table 1V-3b, Item 39, Watershed,
Riparian and Aquatic Ecosystem Health: To what extent are Forest management and other
external influences (such as acid deposition) affecting water quality, quantity, and physical
conditions of aquatic ecosystems?

Change to: To what extent are Forest management and other external influences, such as acid
deposition, beneficially or adversely affecting water quality or quantity? Also, change ltem
number from 39 to 40.

Rationale for Change: We are clarifying that this monitoring is focused on both positive and
negative effects to water quality and quantify from management activities and external
influences. Physical conditions are addressed in monitoring Item 43. Also, due to changes in the
Item numbering above, this item changes to number 40 in the corrected Monitoring Matrix.



Forest Plan Chapter 1V, page 1V-11, Monitoring Matrix Table 1V-3b, Item 40, Watershed,
Riparian and Aquatic Ecosystem Health: To what extent is Forest management affecting
riparian ecosystem function and health?

Change to: Delete this specific item and incorporate riparian monitoring into Watershed
monitoring ltem 43 below.

Rationale for Change: Riparian ecosystem and health is a part of the overall watershed and
aquatic ecosystem health that is being monitored in Item 43.

Forest Plan Chapter 1V, page 1V-11, Monitoring Matrix Table 1V-3b, Item 41, Watershed,
Riparian and Aquatic Ecosystem Health: To what extent is Forest management affecting soil
erosion and stream sedimentation processes?

Change to: To what extent is Forest management beneficially or adversely affecting soil erosion
and stream sedimentation processes?

Rationale for Change: We are clarifying that we are tracking both negative and positive effects
(i.e., restoration efforts as well as sedimentation concerns).

Forest Plan Chapter 1V, page 1V-11, Monitoring Matrix Table 1V-3b, Item 42, Watershed,
Riparian and Aquatic Ecosystem Health: To what extent is Forest management affecting the
aquatic community, including habitat connectivity and invasive/non-native conditions and
effects?

Change to: Delete this specific item and incorporate connectivity and non-native species
monitoring into Watershed monitoring Item 43 below.

Rationale for Change: Habitat connectivity and non-native species impacts are part of the
overall watershed and aquatic ecosystem health that is being monitored in Item 43.

Forest Plan Chapter 1V, page 1V-11, Monitoring Matrix Table 1V-3b, Item 43, Watershed,
Riparian and Aquatic Ecosystem Health: To what extent is Forest management contributing
to the restoration of healthy watersheds and aquatic ecosystems?

Change to: To what extent is Forest management beneficially or detrimentally affecting the
physical conditions of aquatic ecosystems, including riparian ecosystem function and health?
Also, change Item number from 43 to 42.

Rationale for Change: This item combines of 40, 42, and 43 to reduce redundancy and focus on
effects to physical conditions of aquatic and riparian ecosystems, including passage/connectivity,
riparian shade, and large woody debris recruitment. Also, due to changes in Item numbering
above, this item changes to number 42 in the corrected Monitoring Matrix.



Forest Plan Chapter 1V, page 1V-11, Monitoring Matrix Table 1V-3b, Item 44, Wildlife,
Fish and Plants: To what extent is Forest management providing ecological conditions to
maintain viable populations of native and desired non-native species?

Change to: To what extent is Forest management influencing the viability of native and desired
non-native species (e.g., RFSS and MIS) or otherwise affecting species composition and habitat
productivity? Also, change Item number from 44 to 43.

Rationale for Change: We are clarifying that we are monitoring Forest management activities
that may be influencing, either positively or negatively, species viability, composition, or habitat
productivity. Also, due to changes in the Item numbering above, this item changes to number 43
in the corrected Monitoring Matrix.

Forest Plan Chapter 1V, page 1V-11, Monitoring Matrix Table 1V-3b, Item 45, Wildlife and
Fish Non-Native Invasive Species: To what extent is Forest management contributing or
responding to populations of terrestrial or aquatic non-native species that threaten native
ecosystems?

Change to: To what extent is management on Forest lands influencing populations of terrestrial
or aquatic non-native species that threaten native ecosystems? Also, change Item number from
45 to 44.

Rationale for Change: We are clarifying that we are monitoring any management activities on
Forest lands that may be influencing NNIS that are threatening native ecosystems. Also, due to
changes in the Item numbering above, this item changes to number 44 in the corrected
Monitoring Matrix.

Forest Plan Chapter 1V, page 1V-12, Monitoring Matrix Table 1V-3b, Item 46, Wildlife
Disturbance: How effective are road and trail closures and other access limitations at limiting
disturbance of disturbance-sensitive species?

Change to: Delete this specific item and incorporate monitoring into Item 30.

Rationale for Change: Item 30 (formally Item 33) also addresses the effectiveness of closures.
Forest Plan Chapter 1V, page 1V-12, Monitoring Matrix Table 1V-3b, Item 47, Wildlife
Habitat: Retained Features: Is Forest management providing adequate habitat diversity and
structure through maintenance or enhancement of snags, culls, leave trees, and downed woody
debris?

Change to: Change Item number from 47 to 45.

Rationale for Change: Due to changes in the Item numbering above, this item changes to
number 44 in the corrected Monitoring Matrix.



Forest Plan Chapter 1V, page 1V-12, Monitoring Matrix Table 1V-3b, Item 48; Wildlife
Habitat: Social and Recreational Opportunities: Is the Forest providing adequate habitat to
meet the demand for wildlife-related social and recreational opportunities?

Change to: Is the Forest providing adequate habitat to meet the demand for wildlife and
fisheries related social and recreational opportunities? Also, change Item number from 48 to 46.

Rationale for Change: We expanded this item to include habitat and opportunities for fish as
well as wildlife. Due to changes in the Item numbering above, this item changes to number 46 in
the corrected Monitoring Matrix.

Summary: The above corrections are changes in the Forest Plan that are not substantive
changes in the Plan components (36CFR 219.7(b)(5)). The changes are not substantive because
they represent changes to monitoring item numbers or refinements or clarifications of the
original language to better address what we are monitoring on the ground and the reasons for that
monitoring. The actual monitoring being done, the protection and information it provides, and
effects on Forest Plan implementation remain the same.
