If the cost 
of available lodging is in excess of the allowed per-diem rates, the local unit will need 
to prepare the justification (travel authorization form - C) and cover the additional 
costs. 

 



 

Other Requirements 
 
 
It will be the responsibility of the local area host or sponsor to insure the following needs of the 
packers, crew and animals: 
 

• Good quality hay for the stock, either grass or alfalfa grass mix (certified weed free).  To be 
paid for by the host unit. 

• An adequate water supply (stock tanks, hoses). 
• A secure stock holding facility (pasture with good fences, corrals, stalls...exception is remote 

locations). 
• Parking space for a truck and 30’ trailer and/or 2 trucks and 30’ trailers.   
• Help needed at fairs and rodeos for cleaning, feeding and attending a booth. 
• Help in providing lodging reservations or bunkhouse for the packers. The cost of lodging will 

be paid for by the pack string as the pack string budget allows. We are open to lodging 
options that can lower costs. 

• Make sure the trails are clear and passable (3’- 4’clearance from centerline) for the pack 
string to reach their destination. 

• A support vehicle may be necessary.
