The Decision Notice and Finding of No Significant Impact (FONSI) for the Two Mile Watershed on the Mena Ranger District was signed March 30, 2009 (Compartments 906, 923-930, 950, 952, 982 and 983; and compartments 931 and 932, which are adjacent to the Two Mile Watershed) of the Ouachita National Forest Township 2 South, Range 31 West Section 34-36; Township 3 South, Range 30 West Section 5-9, 15-18 and 20-22; Township 3 South, Range 31 West Section 1-4, 10-16, 21-28, and 33-36; Township 4 South, Range 31 West, Section 2-4, 9, 10, 15, 16, 21, and 22, in Polk County, Arkansas.
This decision is subject to appeal pursuant to 2003 version 36 CFR 215.11(a).  A written appeal, including attachments, must be postmarked or received within 45 days after the date this notice is published in the Arkansas Democrat Gazette.  The Appeal shall be sent to Ouachita National Forest, ATTN:  Appeals Deciding Officer, P.O. Box 1270, 100 Reserve Street, Federal Building, 2nd Floor, Hot Springs, AR 71902.  Appeals may be faxed to (501) 321-5353.  Hand-delivered appeals must be received within normal business hours of 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m.  Appeals may also be mailed electronically in a common digital format to appeals-southern-ouachita@fs.fed.us.  Only those individuals or organizations who submitted comments or otherwise expressed an interest during the notice and comment period may appeal.

Appeals must meet content requirements of 36 CFR 215.14.  For further information on this decision, contact District Ranger, Mena Ranger District, 1603 Highway 71N, Mena, Arkansas 71953, Phone:  479-394-2382.  If no appeal is received, implementation of this decision may occur on, but not before, five business days from the close of the appeal filing period.  If an appeal is received, implementation may not occur for 15 business days following the date of appeal disposition.  (36 CFR 215.9)
