
TRAIL HEAD DIRECTIONS
Drive east on Highway 89A towards Jerome.
From Highway 89 (near airport) go for about 
15 miles, or from Glassford Hill Road (east
side of Prescott Valley) go for about 11 miles.
- Park on right side of road at milepost 333.3.
- Just southwest of parking, walk down old
   forest road, blocked by large boulders.
- Trail #28 starts on left, just past cattle guard.
- Hike clockwise around the loop.
Total loop hike is 6.2 miles
TH elevation 6000 feet  High point 7200 feet

TRAIL HEAD DIRECTIONS
Drive west on Highway 89A towards Jerome
from Highway 89 (near airport) for about 19 miles 
or from Glassford Hill Road (east side of Prescott
Valley) for about 15 miles.
- Turn right off highway into parking area at
   milepost 337.2.  Drive slowly here as it is easy
   to miss and drops down steeply.
- This is just under ½ mile past the summit.
- Trail #550 starts at south end of parking area.
Total out-and-back hike is 2.0 miles.
