MORRISON, Colo., March 13, 2014 – The South Platte Ranger District of the Pike National Forest is proposing to treat up to 10,000 forested acres over a 10 year period to restore portions of the Crossons-Longview Project Area to more historic conditions. The actions would reduce the potential for catastrophic wildfires and improve the resiliency of the ponderosa pine and Douglas-fir dominated forests to insects and disease.
