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Every spring on the Holy Cross Ranger District of the White River National Forest, there are several trail
closures that may alter hikers’ plans.

The closures are there for the protection of wildlife during the sensitive birthing period and to protect
soils, vegetation, watershed and fisheries during the mud season. We ask that you respect the following
closures out of concern for our natural environment. These closures are for all recreation activities
including foot, horse and bicycle travel.

The primary reasons for the trail closures are elk calving and migration. Spring is a sensitive time of year
for pregnant and nursing females. The Colorado Division of Wildlife has determined that minimizing
human disturbance with seasonal trail closures gives the animals time and space to nurse calves until
they are strong enough to move with the herds.

Muddy trail conditions are another important reason for seasonal closures. Riding, hiking, running or
horseback-riding on muddy trails can cause significant damage to trails that can be difficult and

expensive to repair.
