About the Position:
The Humboldt-Toiyabe NF Supervisors Office is outreaching for a Interdisciplinary Social Scientist/Natural Resource Manager (Recreation)/Landscape Architect, GS-0101/0401/0807.  The position is located in Sparks, Nevada and works directly for the Recreation, Heritage, Engineering, Lands and Minerals (RHELM) Staff Officer.  In this capacity, the incumbent provides strategic guidance and leadership to the Recreation program activities, as well as associated program areas such as Wilderness and Trails Management.  Responsibilities include formulation and recommendation of operating policies, practices, procedures, programming, budgeting, and technology transfer.
Provides expert technical support and facilitates an interdisciplinary approach to the development of long- and short-range programs for recreation management activities.  Identifies the need for schedules and priorities within the forest’s recreation programs.

Formulates recreation management planning input, and participates with planning teams in the development of Forest long-range management plans.  

Analyzes and recommends priorities and adjustments based on changing direction from the Region, rate of progress toward goals and objectives, resource capabilities, changing economic conditions, emergency situations, production costs and other impacts, which influence short-range programming.

Evaluates program recommendations and modifications submitted by District Rangers or staff specialists for soundness, conformance and integration with other resource activities.  Correlates all such recommendations into annual recreation planning for the Forest, recommending to the Line Officers whether they should adopt in whole or in part.

Provides predictions on the accomplishment of established goals for recreation management activities.

Provides accomplishment information to supervisor for use in measuring overall Forest accomplishments.  Evaluates program accomplishment for quantity, quality, and cost through regular on-the-ground inspections of District recreation management programs.  When actual accomplishment differs from the approved program, determines whether changes are needed in objectives and recommends a corrective course of action.

Drafts policy, technical guides, standards, and methods for recreation management for use by Ranger Districts and subordinate staff.

Inspects program contracts, special use permits, and other contracts and agreements for inclusion of pertinent recreation consideration.  Determines special clauses, design features and monitoring requirements.  Approves and/or makes recommendations for changes where protection or improvement of the recreation resource is needed after taking into consideration impacts of all forest program areas.

Prepares detailed environmental analysis reports as needed and evaluates statements prepared by others of proposed recreation resource action to assure that the intent of the National Environmental Policy Act and Forest Plan direction is met.

Works closely with Research Station(s) in assisting in recreation research projects being conducted on the forest.  Utilizes the Stations’ research findings in planning recreation management operating programs on the forest.

Performs other duties as assigned.
About the Location:
The Forest Supervisor’s Office for the Humboldt-Toiyabe NF is located in Sparks, Nevada. The city of Sparks is located just east of Reno, Nevada, at the base of the Sierra Nevada mountain range. The world-renowned Lake Tahoe is less than one-hour drive away. Sparks is in a high desert climate at an elevation of nearly 4,500 feet, with four seasons and sunshine 80 percent of the year. It is the fifth largest city in Nevada with a population of 92,331 (2010). Reno/Tahoe International Airport, only minutes away, serves the city of Sparks.

Sparks is known as the premiere special events venue for all of northern Nevada, a place where there is always something happening - with attractions on our Victorian Square which bring hundreds of thousands of visitors to such annual events as the Sparks Hometowne Farmer’s Market, Hot August Nights, Best in the West Nugget Rib Cook-off, and Sparks Hometowne Christmas. The city's newest destination includes the Legends at the Sparks Marina, a premiere shopping, entertainment, and dining experience.

Sparks is filled with more than 50 beautiful parks along with countless recreation programs. The city’s landmark gem includes the unique Sparks Marina. The Marina consists of 80 acres of water surrounded by swimming, boating, fishing, scuba diving, windsurfing and picnicking facilities, with breath-taking views of the nearby mountains. Events are always happening at the Marina such as the Scheels Turkey Trot held annually on Thanksgiving Day.

The Golden Eagle Sports Complex, featuring 1.4 million square feet of artificial turf, hosts hundreds of softball tournaments and sporting events annually. Rock Park offers an exciting whitewater attraction geared for family fun with pools for kayaking, tubing, and rafting for all abilities in a wonderful setting. The list of fun and exciting things to do in Sparks is growing.

Sparks is part of the beautiful Truckee Meadows and is surrounded by picturesque foothills and the lofty Sierra Nevada in the background. Whether walking, running, or biking, there are plentiful opportunities to experience the great outdoors year round.  Don’t forget that the city’s rich history can also be experienced at the Sparks Heritage Museum.

Fast Forest Facts:
At more than 6.3 million acres, the Humboldt-Toiyabe National Forest is the largest national forest in the contiguous United States.  The Forest spans the entire state of Nevada, plus an additional one million acres in Eastern California, along the Eastern Sierra Front.  The forest consists of four distinct geographic areas, the Sierra Nevada, Central Nevada, Northeastern Nevada, and the Spring Mountains National Recreation Area in Las Vegas.  There are ten Ranger Districts on the Humboldt-Toiyabe NF.
