The AP Garland Fields IRTC Stewardship Contract is located in Oconee County, near the community of Long Creek, approximately 13 miles Northwest of Westminster, SC, on the Andrew Pickens Ranger District.  The Forest Service will receive sealed bids at the Andrew Pickens Ranger District, 112 Andrew Pickens Circle, Mountain Rest, SC 29664, until 4:30 PM local time on August 22, 2014 for a combination of timber and service work items associated with the stewardship contract.  Timber to be cut within the contract area includes an estimated 4,446 CCF of Southern Yellow Pine sawtimber, 46 CCF of Eastern W. Pine sawtimber, 51 CCF hardwood sawtimber, 777 CCF of Softwood – Other pulpwood, 190 CCF of Virginia Pine pulpwood, and 397 CCF of hardwood pulpwood products that are marked or otherwise designated for cutting.  The project also includes two mandatory stewardship service work items (felling 195.0 acres of non-merchantable trees in harvest units, 262 acres of felling pine trees in brush fields) and one optional stewardship service work item (installation of 10 road closure gates).  Bids will be evaluated on a best value basis, and bidders must submit a technical proposal describing how the stewardship service work will be completed, as well as a total value bid for the timber and the per unit rate for completing the stewardship service work item.  Offers will not be publicly opened or disclosed.  The Forest Service reserves the right to reject any and all bids.
