FLINTLOCK VALLEY SHOOTING RANGE

RANGE RULES

1. Must have a valid recreation permit (pass) to use this facility for target shooting.

2. It is unlawful to possess alcoholic beverages or other controlled substances at the range or parking area. Shooters may not be under the influence of either while on site.
3. Use of the range is allowed only when under agency supervision. Shooters must follow Range Officer instructions. Hours of operation will be posted on site.
4. Only approved targets and target stands are allowed and must be placed above ground level.
5. Shooting in the prone position is prohibited.
6. It is unlawful to use archery equipment at this site.

7. Hunting, hiking, or riding is prohibited within the designated safety boundary of the shooting range, as designated on the ground and shown on map. 

8. It is unlawful to discharge a weapon from any location other than the designated firing line.

9. Shooters under the age of 16 do not require a pass but must be under adult supervision at all times.

10. It is unlawful to use explosive targets or tracer rounds at this site.

11. Use of .50 Browning Machine Gun (BMG) or larger caliber firearm is prohibited.

12. Use of fully automatic weapons is allowed only on approved days with valid owner permit.
13. It is unlawful to shoot at any airborne targets including skeet and trap.

14. Hearing and eye protection must be worn at all times by shooters.
15. Shoot only at target in front of your lane, cross lane firing is prohibited.
16. All firearms must be unloaded and properly stored when entering and leaving the range. Firearms may not be loaded until shooter is on the firing line. 

17. All firearms will be unloaded and actions open when persons are down range replacing targets. Do not handle firearms while someone is down range.
18. Shooter may not occupy more than one lane at a time with a one hour time limit when other shooters are waiting.

19. Smoking along the firing line is prohibited.

20. Pets or equine are not allowed at the range.
Remember the basics of firearm safety:

· Control your muzzle: keep your firearm pointed in a safe direction and never at a person
· Treat every firearm as if it were loaded

· Be sure of your target and what is beyond it

· Keep your finger outside the trigger guard until you are ready to shoot

These prohibitions are established as Forest Orders under 36 CFR 261.5(b), 36 CFR 261.53(e), 36 CFR 261.58(l), and 36 CFR 261.58(bb). Violations are punishable by fine of not more than $5,000 and/or imprisonment for not more than six (6) months (16 USC 551, 18 USC 3559 and 3571).
