Dear Prospective Bidder:

By September 12, 2014 at 04:30 PM, sealed offers along with accompanying technical proposals will be accepted at the Forest Supervisor’s Office, Attn: Contracting Officer, 112 Andrew Pickens Circle, Mountain Rest, SC  29664 for the Andrew Pickens Turkey Ridge Stewardship Contract.  The FS-2400-13T contract will be used.  The termination date for this contract is December 31st, 2016.  This contract is located in Oconee County of South Carolina, the southwestern area of the Andrew Pickens Ranger District, and within timber compartments 48 & 49.  Access to the contract area is approximately 3 miles west off of US Highway 76 on Battle Creek Road.  

A pre-bid visit accompanied by the Forest Service is scheduled for prospective bidders on Tuesday, August 26th, 2014 at 10:00 am at the Long Creek Fire Station on US Highway 76 in Long Creek, SC.  Contact Victor Wyant or Robert James, at 864-638-9568, or by email: vwyant@fs.fed.us  or rtjames@fs.fed.us for more information.
There are 2.9 miles of specified road reconstruction included in this contract.  Costs of $21,645 for specified road reconstruction plus $2,928 for engineering reconstruction services have been accounted for in the timber appraisal.  These costs are required to be borne by the contractor. There is an estimated 1.5 miles of temporary road construction needed to access the timber.  Exact location and length of temporary roads is by mutual agreement.  Constructed temporary roads are required to be obliterated.   
The estimated quantities in this contract have been determined prior to felling.  The total estimated quantity on this sale is 4,242 CCF.  The Forest Service encourages potential bidders to make their own inspection and estimate prior to bid submission.  The Forest Service makes no representation, warranty, or guarantee of the accuracy of the following quantity estimates:
