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To Interested Parties:

The Eldorado National Forest is proceeding with analysis and project planning for what is needed to address the S&G 100 concerns at the routes identified in the ENF Travel Management SEIS as needing corrective actions. In my agreement with the SEIS appellants, I stated that appellants will be notified and given the opportunity to provide input in the planning process as well as the scoping and comment period.

Attached is a document which contains ID team notes and project proposals as appropriate for 9 of the routes 18 routes. This list covers all of the remaining routes in Tier 1 of our Detailed Corrective Action Plan (analysis was already completed for Barrett and lower Richardson) as well as some from Tier 2.

We anticipate that this group of road and trail maintenance and restoration projects fit Category 36 CFR 220.6 (d) 4) Repair and maintenance of roads trails and landline boundaries, and/or Category 36 CFR 220.6 (e) (19) Activities that restore, rehabilitate or stabilize lands occupied by roads and trails. All necessary environmental analysis will still take place for these routes as required by NEPA, including preparation of a Biological Analysis for those routes that have not already been covered in one (Richardson and 47 Mile are already covered). While there will not be a formal comment period as there would be with an Environmental Assessment, comments on additional information we may not be aware of regarding the attached project proposals are welcome and will be considered as the project plans are finalized.
