Physical Fitness 

Wildland firefighters need a high level of muscular 
and cardiovascular fitness to perform safely in 
difficult environments. Be prepared to work in steep 
terrain, extreme temperatures, high altitude and 
smoke. 

Applicants must pass a work capacity test (packtest) 
as a condition of hire. The pack test consists of 3-
mile hike with a 45 pound pack over lever terrain. 
The test must be completed in 45 minutes or less. 
The test is administered on the first day of work. 
Applicants that fail the test will not be offered a 
position.

The Uinta-Wasatch-Cache National Forest is seeking highly motivated individuals for summer employment 
in a variety of wildfire positions. 

 The Uinta-Wasatch-Cache National Forest encompasses Northern Utah from the Idaho border to the 
southwest corner of Wyoming, south to Nephi, UT and west to Tooele, UT.  

The Forest encompasses 2.1 million ecologically diverse acres, ranging from 4500 feet to 13,528 feet in 
elevation. The Forest is one of the most heavily visited Forests in the nation. 

We have Duty Stations located in Logan, Ogden, South Weber, Salt Lake City, Draper, Pleasant Grove, 
Heber City, Spanish Fork, UT and Mountain View, WY. 

Employment Opportunities: 

• 7 Engines - 2 - Type 6 and 5 - Type 4 Engines with 5 to 7 person Engine Crews. Respond to initial attack, 
mobile attack, point protection and support fire operations. (arduous packtest required) 
• 2 Initial Attack Squads -10 person squads. Support local initial attack and national extended fire 
operations. (arduous packtest required) 
• 3 Helicopters - 2 local helicopters and 1 national helicopter. Support helicopter operations, crew shuttle 
and other fire operations. (arduous packtest required) 
• Logan Hotshots - 20 person National type 1 crew. Supports national extended fire operations. 
(arduous packtest required) 
• Northern Utah Interagency Dispatch - Receives fire reports, direct resources, and supports suppression 
operations.
