About the Forest 

The Salmon-Challis National Forest covers over 4.3 million acres in east-central Idaho.  The Forest is bordered by the 
Bitterroot Range of the North Central Rockies on the east, and to the west includes over 1.3 million acres of the Frank 
Church--River of No Return Wilderness.  Rugged and remote, this country offers adventure, solitude and breathtaking 
scenery.  The Forest also contains Mt. Borah, Idaho's tallest peak and the Wild & Scenic Salmon River and the Middle 
Fork of the Salmon River.  The area is a highly desired destination for hunting, fishing, white-water rafting and the 
many other popular recreational pursuits.  The Forest features diverse, rough topography, geologic conditions, and 
miles of streams with Bull trout, Steelhead and Chinook salmon fish spawning habitat along with vast areas of 
Sagegrouse habitat creating a highly complex land management situation.

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About the position 
This position is stationed in Salmon, ID and performs road maintenance activities including routine surface 
maintenance, repairs or improvements to road drainage systems, removal of rockfall or debris slides from roadways 
and repairs to signs, bridges and other structures associated throughout the forest.  The incumbent will operate dump 
trucks, water trucks, and some heavy equipment on an assigned basis.  Other work including sign maintenance and 
structure repairs could include use of hand or power tools to install sign posts, repair structures such as bridges and 
cattleguards, or maintain and repair machinery and equipment used by the crew.   
 
The road maintenance crew works a flexible schedule to facilitate longer days if needed, but generally works 4 ten 
hour days per week.  Special projects or emergency responses may require extended shifts or additional duty days 
within the pay period on an occasional basis.   Some overnight stays may occur (camping, remote bunkhouses or 
hotels) for remote projects that do not facilitate daily travel to and from a jobsite.   
 
This is a temporary, seasonal position intended to augment the permanent three person road crew during peak work 
periods.  The position may work up to 1039 hours per year provided funding and work are both available.  The 
expected tour for this position is from the first full week in May through the end of September.  Additional work at the 
end of the season may be offered if funding and need justify extending the tour.
