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Trail System Rules
These rules are in place to keep the groomed ski and snowshoe trails
in good shape and provide for user safety. Following these rules will
help keep the trails ready to enjoy throughout the weekend and the
week!

•Cross-country Ski trails are marked with blue markers
•Snowshoe/Multi-use trails are marked with yellow markers

• Snowshoes are highly discouraged on the groomed ski trails
• All trails are two-way. Be watchful for oncoming skiers.
• Dogs are allowed on the Aspen, Boulder, and Pebble trails only.
   These trails are marked with a snowshoe or skier and a dog paw.
• Fat Bikes are allowed on the Boulder and Pebble trails only.

Skiing or Snowshoeing With Your Dog

• Only let your dog visit with other users or dogs when welcomed.
• Keep your dog under control at all times! Many people aren’t
   comfortable with other animals.
• Be courteous to all other users.
• Always clean up after your dog by using a poop bag or remove it off
   the trail.
• Your cooperation will ensure that dogs will continue to be welcome
   at Deer Valley.
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
