The Rock of Ages Trail is a popular trail to access
Wilson Peak, Mount Wilson, and El Diente in the Lizard
From Telluride, drive 6 miles west on Head Wilderness. The trail is open to horse and foot

State Hwy 145. Turn left onto the Silver travel (Note: Horses are prohibited on the frail
segment that crosses private land in Silver Pick Basin.
