The Caesar Fire Salvage Skyline Stewardship (IRTC) contains 1900 acres more or less within T. 13N., R. 13E., Sections 1,2,10,11,12,13,14,15,22,27,28,33 and 34, T. 13N., R. 14E., Section 6, T. 14N., R. 13E., Section 36,  T. 14N., R. 14E., Sections 30 and 31, MDB&M.  The contract is located approximately six air miles north of Stumpy Meadows Reservoir.  This will be a scaled contract of sawtimber.  This contract contains an estimated volume of 40,000 MBF of sawtimber designated for cutting.  There are retention areas distributed throughout the units totaling approximately 120 acres.  These retention areas are designated with black and red candy stripe flagging.  All trees 12 inches DBH and larger are designated for cutting, except trees located within retention areas and or trees designated with orange paint stripes.
