MASTER MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING No. 93-SMU-035

NATIONAL FOREST FOUNDATION

and 

THE UNITED STATES DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE 

FOREST SERVICE 

This Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) is made and entered into between the National Forest Foundation, hereinafter referred to as the Foundation, and the U.S. Department of Agriculture Forest Service, hereinafter referred to as the Forest Service. 

I.  PURPOSE 
The purpose of this MOU is to provide a framework for cooperation between the parties to promote the mission of the Forest Service.  This cooperation serves the parties mutual interests.

II.  STATEMENT OF MUTUAL INTEREST AND BENEFITS 
The Forest Service protects and manages the resources on the 191 million acres that comprise the National Forest System, conducts forestry related reserach, and cooperates with the various states in forestry related activities.    

The Foundation is a private, non-profit corporation established under Public Law 101-593 that undertakes, conducts, and encourages education, technical, and other activities that further the purposes of the Forest Service.

In entering into this MOU both the Foundation and the Forest Service recognize that we have certain common interests and responsibilities, which include:

1.  Assisting in the management of the National Forests for a diversity of uses;     

2.  And to serve the needs of the American people.

                                                                                                                                                              In consideration of the above premises, the parties agree as follows:  

III.  THE FOUNDATION SHALL:
1.  Undertake and conduct activities that further the purposes for which the National Forests were established including, but not limited to, management of the timber resource, protection and enhancement of fish and wildlife habitat, providing recreational opportunities, developing and conducting educational and informational programs, and forest research.

2.  Undertake, conduct, and encourage educational, technical, and other assistance, and other activities that support all programs administered by the Forest Service.
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3.  Under their strategic plan and any supplements thereto, solicit, encourage, accept, and administer private gifts of money and of real and personnel property for the benefit of the Forest Service.

4.  Use the official Forest Service insignia for non-commercial uses in accordance with the provisions at 36 CFR 264.2(a), to contribute to public knowledge and understanding of the Forest Service, its mission, and objectives.

IV.  THE FOREST SERVICE SHALL:
1.  Identify opportunities and advise the Foundation as to resource and other needs of the Forest Service.  

2.  As appropriate, participate in Foundation sponsored programs and specific project activities as identified by separate agreement(s).

3.  Provide a liaison to the Foundation who serves to link the parties to this MOU together.

4.  Allow the Foundation to use our official insignia for non-commercial purposes in accordance with the provisions at 7 CFR 264.2(a), to contribute to public knowledge and understanding of our mission and activities.

5.  Under appropriate authority and by separate collection agreement or acknowledgement memorandum, accept gifts of money and/or real or personal property that beneifit its programs.

V. IT IS MUTUALLY AGREED AND UNDERSTOOD BY AND BETWEEN THE SAID PARTIES THAT:   
1.  Specific work projects or activities which involve the transfer of money, services, or property between the parties to this MOU will require execution of separate agreements or contracts with the appropriate organizational unit.  Each subsequent agreement or contract involving the transfer of money, services, or property between the parties to this MOU must comply with all applicable statues and regulations, including those statutes and regulations applicable to procurement activities, and must be independently authorized by appropriate statutory authority.  Commercial use of the official Forest Service insignia shall be authorized through the issuance of a license under provisions at 36 CFR 264.3.

2.  Where appropriate, this MOU shall not restrict the Forest Service from participating in similar activities or arrangements with other public or private agencies, organizations, or individuals. 

3.  No member of, or Delegate to, Congress shall be admitted to any share or part of this MOU, or any benefits that may arise therefrom; but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this MOU if made with a corporation for its general benefit. 
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4.  Nothing in this memorandum shall obligate the Forest Service or the Foundation to expend appropriations or to enter in any contract or other obligation.

5.  The parties agree to review and assess the effectiveness of the programs and this MOU annually and to modify or ammend as appropriate and mutually agreed. 

6.  In carrying out the terms of this MOU, there shall be no discrimination against any persons because of race, color, national origin, age, religion, sex, or disability.

7.  All constructed facilities funded in whole or part from contributed funds shall be and will remain the property of the United States.
