Personal use firewood permits are for sale at the Sawtooth National Recreational Area Headquarters, the Stanley Ranger Station and the Redfish Lake Visitors Center. There is a 10 cord limit for each individual household. The minimum purchase is two cords at $25.00; each additional cord is $12.50. The Sawtooth NRA is once again offering two free cords of firewood which can be gathered from Decker Flat Road. A permit is needed to cut the free wood. The permit map outlines regulations and will identify the areas open to firewood gathering. Be sure to tag the load. Keep in mind that there may be muddy and wet areas, as well as falling timber.
ROADS UPDATE
All roads in the Wood River Complex and the Stanley area are open. Trees continue to fall on most trails and roads.
Trail Updates
· White Clouds –
· Boulder Chain – Trail is in fair condition.

· Windy Devil – The pass is mostly clear of snow. But there’s still one big field of snow on the north side.

· Boundary Lake – Trail is out to the junction with Casino Lakes Trail.

· 4th of July – Open to upper Trailhead. One down tree to Chamberlain, but passable.
· Chamberlain to Germainia Creek – Trail mostly clear, some trees down but passable.

· Castle Divide – One big tree down on south side of the pass, but passable to all. Northside still has patchy snow, but horses are getting through.

Sawtooths -
· West Fork – Big Smoky. One tree down – snow level at 8600 feet

· Iron Creek – Trail closed 2 miles to junction with Stanley Lake. The snow above Alpine Lake up to Sawtooth Lake makes it impassable to stock.
· Trail Creek cleared and passable for stock.

· Champion Lakes – Clear to second lake – patches of snow at the upper end.
· Cabin Creek – Trail clear to all. 
· Tin Cup Horse to Yellow Belly – Trail is open and cut out.

· Yellow Belly to Toxaway – Trail clear to all.

· Toxaway Loop –Trail is clear. Northside of Snowyside Pass is still a field of snow, but passable.

· Toxaway to Alice Lake – Trail clear of snow. Snow drifts on top of Snowyside Pass. 
· Alice Lake to Pettit – Trail clear to all. 
· Sand Mountain Pass – Large patches of snow still on north side – passable to hikers but not recommended for stock.

· Baron Creek Trail not recommended to stock – hikers, OK.

· North Fork to Baron Lake – trees down –but passable.

· Stanley Creek to pass above – snowy but passable.

· South Fork – Payette – Clear to Elk Creek.
· Hell Roaring – Trail clear from lower Trailhead to Hell Roaring. Crossing at the upper Trailhead is manageable. Trail is open most of the way to Imogene. Pass is snowy.
· Redfish – Trail is open above the lake to Flatrock Junction, about 3 ½ miles. Snow above 8800 feet.

· All Redfish Bench trails are open.
