Grazing Restrictions: 
The following grazing restrictions will apply as they did in 2008.  No salt, mineral or 
supplement feed may be placed within mixed conifer (i.e. Douglas Fir, oak woodlands) in 
the southeast portion of the Harris Pasture above Willow Springs from February 1 to August 
31 and no concentrations of livestock, i.e., corral use, traps or large gathering of livestock is 
allowed.  Routine maintenance of range developments is allowed.  The purpose of this is to 
provide measures to mitigate impacts on wildlife.  
 
Allowable Use: 
In the Decision dated 12/13/99 the guidelines for forage utilization in key areas is 35% 
allowable use during growing season and 40% allowable use during dormant season.  
Within riparian areas that contain woody riparian plants, utilization is limited to no more 
than 25% of the riparian sprouts/seedlings within riparian areas. 



Utilization Monitoring: 
Utilization monitoring will be conducted on or near key areas of your allotment. District 
personnel will monitor pasture use, and determine utilization percentage at that time.  
Monitoring dates will be set according to the previous years monitoring results.  If pastures 
were approaching allowable use during the 2008 grazing season they will be monitored at 
the mid-point of the pasture use period to determine if it is necessary for livestock to be 
moved to the next pasture in the rotation.  Please note the following approximate dates that 
are scheduled for monitoring on the East Demetrio Allotment. You are encouraged to 
participate in monitoring utilization levels.

I encourage you to monitor utilization levels and distribute livestock within the pasture to 
avoid risk of over utilization.  If all areas in a pasture are approaching utilization standards, 
livestock will be required to move to the next scheduled pasture.  If all pastures are 
approaching utilization standards, livestock will be required to move to private lands.

2008 utilization monitoring results show 0 accounts of over utilization; I appreciate your 
efforts in the management of your livestock to comply with utilization standards.  Please 
continue to do so during the 2009 grazing season.   

Forage Growth and Water Availability: 
If forage growth and/or water availability are not adequate during all or portions of the 2009 
grazing season, total or partial livestock removal from the allotment will be necessary.  Part 
2, clause 8(c) of the grazing permit provides this option. 



Range Developments:   
All assigned range developments identified in the Term Grazing Permit will be maintained 
to a functional status.  As recorded in your Annual Operating Instruction meeting with Joe 
Giron, the following projects are planned for the 2009 grazing season:   

Candy Chavez is going to reconstruct ½ mile of fence at Davis Trap.  It is predicted that the 
completed project will be done before September 30, 2009.  Soon thereafter, pictures of the 
completed fence will be supplied to the District.  Please contact the District for material 
availability and paperwork. 

Nick will be reconstructing a ½ mile of fence across Highway 32 from Harris Spring as well 
as replacing the last trough (with wildlife escape ramp) on the Largo Pipeline.  Once again, 
pictures will be provided to the District once each project is completed.  Please contact the 
District for material availability and paperwork. 

If you are still interested in drilling a well in the Harris Trap, please call Stan Towner or 
Monte Topmiller to confirm a location.  As I discussed with Nick on February 7, 2008, 
District personnel will complete the NEPA analysis approximately one year after the well 
location has been confirmed with Stan or Monte.   

Actual Use: 
The total actual use for the 2008 grazing season totaled 780 AM’s where Nicholas Chavez 
was responsible for 408 AM’s and Candelario Chavez was responsible for 372 AM’s.
