Occupancy and Use

Medicine Bow National Forest

Pursuant to Title 36 Code of Federal Regulations, Section 261.50(a) and (b), for the purpose of protecting public health, correcting sanitation problems, rehabilitating an area adjacent to Douglas Creek, and reducing the adverse cumulative impacts caused by continuous use, the following acts are prohibited until April 4, 2013, or until this order is terminated whichever occurs first:

1. Operating any motorized vehicle off-road in the closed area.  36 CFR 261.56.

2. Camping in the closed area.  36 CFR 261.58(e).
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Area Description: This order encompasses an area between the road and creek bed west of Forest Service Development Road #543 from the junction of FSDR #542 on the north, and FSDR 512 on the south.

Pursuant to Title 36 Code of Federal Regulations, Section 261.50(e) the following persons are exempt from this order.

1. Any person with a permit specifically authorizing the otherwise prohibited act or omission.

2. Any federal, state, or local officer, or member of an organized rescue or fire fighting force in the performance of an official duty.
