Pursuant to Title 36 Code of Federal Regulations, Section 261.50(a) and (b), and for the purpose providing for public safety and increase recreational opportunity, the following acts are prohibited until April 4, 2013, or until this order is terminated whichever occurs first:

1. Using or possessing a motorized vehicle, including snowmobiles, off designated Forest Service Development Roads in the South Brush Creek area, except as signed on the ground.  36 CFR 261.56.

2. Using or possessing any motorized vehicle, including snowmobiles, on any trail in the South Brush Creek area, except as signed on the ground.  36 CFR 261.55(b).

Area Description:  The boundary of the South Brush Creek area begins at the junction of North Brush Creek road (FSDR #100) and Snowy Range Highway (State Highway 130), north on North Brush Creek road to FSDR #241, continuing southeast along FSDR #241 to FSDR #200.1B, continuing south along FSDR #200.1B, to the intersection of FSDR #200, continuing east along FSDR #200 to FSDR #234, then south along FSDR #234 to the Snowy Range Highway, continuing west to the intersection with FSDR #100.  See attached map.

Pursuant to Title 36 Code of Federal Regulations, Section 261.50(e) the following persons are exempt from this order.

1. Any person with a permit specifically authorizing the otherwise prohibited act or omission.

2. Any federal, state, or local officer, or member of an organized rescue or fire fighting force in the performance of an official duty.
