Pursuant to Title 36 Code of Federal Regulations, Section 261.50((b), for the purpose of providing for public health and safety, protecting wildlife habitat, preventing roadbed damage, reducing erosion during wet weather, resolving user conflicts and minimizing maintenance costs and road investment loss, the following act is prohibited until April 4, 2013, or until this order is terminated: which ever occurs first:

1. Using or possessing any motorized vehicle, including over-the-snow vehicles, on a closed National Forest System Road (NFSR).  36 CFR 261.54(a).

1. Any person with a permit specifically authorizing the otherwise prohibited act or omission.

2. Any federal, state, or local officer, or member of an organized rescue or fire fighting force in the performance of an official duty.

3. Employees, contractors, and agents of the City of Cheyenne when performing duties directly associated with the construction, operation, or maintenance of the improvements authorized by their easement.
