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Introduction _________________________________________

This volume contains inventoried roadless area1 maps at three different scales for

the National Forest System (NFS) lands analyzed in Volume 1 of this draft environ-

mental impact statement: national, State, and administrative unit (national forest or

grassland).  The large format national map accompanying this volume provides a

quick overview of all lands under consideration.  More detailed State maps are

organized alphabetically, and display the inventoried roadless areas in relation

to specially designated areas, other NFS lands, and county boundaries.  The most

specific level of information is provided for each national forest and grassland.  In

addition to the information shown on the State maps, major communities, highways,

and water features are identified; along with acreage summaries of NFS land cat-

egories on each administrative unit.

The National Forest System contains a wide variety of specially designated areas.

These areas, such as Wilderness, Wilderness Study Areas, Wild and Scenic Rivers,

National Recreation Areas, and National Monuments, are combined into a single

category on these maps.  If more detailed information is desired for any specific

area, such as exact location and acreage within NFS boundaries, the local na-

tional forest or grassland for the area in question should be contacted.

As stated above, features such as major communities, highways and water fea-

tures have been identified for reference purposes.  The primary NFS administrative

boundaries have been outlined, but due to the scale of the maps, it was not possible

to show all privately owned lands, State owned lands, or other federally managed

lands within the administrative boundaries.

These maps were prepared using information provided by individual national forests

and grasslands.  Full color versions of these maps are available at the Roadless

Web Site (http://www.roadless.fs.fed.us/).  A variety of land use data were consoli-

dated into a series of Geographic Information Systems (GIS) computer files, or

digital maps.  Forest level maps in this document are typically displayed at a scale of

1:350,000 to 1:1,500,000.  Acreage calculations and other analyses used in Volume

1, and the acreage summaries included on these Volume 2 maps, are based upon

the highest resolution possible from the data submitted by each administrative unit.

1 Inventoried roadless areas are identified as areas of NFS land currently inventoried for planning purposes as
roadless (refer to the Glossary in Volume 1 for complete definition of terms).  This inventory is based on existing
forest plans, forest plan revisions in progress where the agency has established a roadless inventory, or other
assessments that are completed and adopted by the agency.  If more recent inventories do not exist, then the
inventory information from the second Roadless Area Review and Evaluation (RARE II) process was used.
