BOISE NATIONAL FOREST
IDAHO CITY, IDAHO

The Law Enforcement and Investigations Staff of the Intermountain Region will soon be advertising a GL-1801-5/7/9 Law Enforcement Officer position located on the Boise National Forest, Idaho City, Idaho. The incumbent serves as the primary Law Enforcement Officer for public safety and patrol on the Idaho City Ranger District, and is responsible for the enforcement of Forest Service regulations, policies, and criminal laws of the United States.  Law enforcement work is carried out through patrol and the investigation, detection, or apprehension of individuals suspected of offenses against Forest Service regulations or United States criminal laws.  The incumbent will be responsible for program management, investigation, and enforcement.  Program management involves providing technical direction and advice in law enforcement matters to managers and personnel on the Idaho City Ranger District; developing and monitoring law enforcement plans; developing and administering cooperative agreements; planning and conducting Forest Protection Officer training; providing technical advise to Forest Protection Officers; assisting managers in formulating Special Orders; assessing the needs of the program; and performing liaison and coordination work with the local, State, and Federal agencies.

This is a primary law enforcement position under 5 USC 8336(c) (CSRS) and 5 USC 8412(d) (FERS).  Persons making their first entry into a law enforcement position under these authorities cannot be selected if they have reached age 37.  Persons already covered in secondary positions or persons with previous approved service who apply for a primary position cannot be considered if their age at re-entry into the primary position is 37 after subtracting service eligible for retirement in approved positions.

Final appointment for this position is conditional upon the candidate meeting all medical and physical requirements in a pre-employment examination, passing a pre-employment drug test, and successful completion of the required background investigation for a high risk position.  The incumbent must be able to possess firearms under the terms of the gun Control Act of 1968, as amended [18 USC 922(g)(9)].  Continued retention in the position is conditional upon the successful completion of the basic course at the Federal Law Enforcement Training Center (FLETC), passing all required portions of the Physical Efficiency Battery administered by the FLETC (website: www.fletc.gov ), and successfully completing a 12-week Field Training and Evaluation Program.  The incumbent is subject to a one-year probationary period.  The position is subject to random drug testing during employment.

THE FOREST
The Boise National Forest is located north and east of the city of Boise, Idaho, and covers approximately 2,612,000 acres.  Elevations range from 2,600 to 9,800 feet.  The mountainous landscape was developed through uplifting, faulting, and stream cutting.  Most of the land lies within the Idaho Batholith, a large and highly erodible geologic formation.  Major rivers include the Boise and Payette Rivers, and the South and Middle Fork drainages of the Salmon River.

Conifer forest covers most of the Boise National Forest.  Tree species include ponderosa pine, Douglas-fir, Engelmann spruce, lodgepole pine, grand fir, subalpine fir, western larch and whitebark pine. Shrubs and grasses grow in the non-forested areas.   Wildflowers splash color in both forests and shrub-land.

The Forest contains large expanses of summer range for big game species like mule deer and Rocky Mountain elk. Trout are native to most streams and lakes.  Oceangoing salmon and steelhead inhabit tributaries of the Salmon River.  Many recreation opportunities exist throughout the forest and for each season. 

THE PATROL AREA
The Idaho City Ranger District is just over 400,000 acres in size, ranging from open foothills along the Payette River on the western border of the District to the beautiful and infamous Sawtooth Mountains on the eastern portion.  Elevations range from 3,200 to 8,800 feet.  The District receives high visibility due to its close proximity to Boise, the capitol city of Idaho. 

Idaho City is a quaint, historic mountain community comprised of approximately 400 year-round residents.  The Ranger District office is located in Idaho City, approximately 38 miles northeast of Boise along Highway 21.  Idaho City is also the seat of Boise County, and most Boise County offices are located in town.  Public services include the Boise Basin public school (K-12) with approximately 300 students, the Senior Center, Boise County Public Offices, Sheriff’s Office, Public Library, and the Idaho City Volunteer Fire Department complex.  Churches include the Idaho City Christian Center (Protestant), St. Joseph’s Catholic Church, the Latter Day Saints (Mormon) Church, and the First Baptist Church of Boise Basin.

An international airport, shopping, colleges, and universities, and a variety of cultural and sporting events are readily accessible and available in the Boise metropolitan area, located within 40 miles of the duty location. The population of Boise is approximately 170,000, with an additional 230,000 in the surrounding areas.  Boise has 34 grade schools, 9 junior high schools, and 5 high schools.  Several large regional, national, and international companies are headquartered in the “Treasure Valley”, including Morrison-Knudsen, Simplot, Boise Cascade, Micron Technologies, and Hewlett-Packard.  Two large medical regional centers (St. Lukes and St. Alphonsus) are also located here.

RECREATION OPPORTUNITIES

Idaho City enjoys a warm and dry climate during the summer and fall months with daily highs averaging between 80 to 90 degrees, and nightly lows from 35 to 50 degrees.  The climate in winter is ideal for winter sports, with low temperatures averaging between 0 and 15 degrees and occasional sub-zero overnight readings.  Three feet or more cumulative snowfall in Idaho City is common.  

Several beautiful pristine rivers flow through the District offering some of the best bull trout habitat in southwest Idaho.  Trails for hiking, horseback riding, mountain biking, and motorized activities are abundant and provide for numerous opportunities in the mild season.  With relatively heavy snows and long winters, the District is a destination for many cross country skiers and snowmobilers accessing the abundant ski and snowmobile trails.

HOUSING
Housing is available in Idaho City and in numerous rural subdivisions between Idaho City and Boise along the Highway 21 corridor.  Median home prices range from  $150,000 to $250,000.  Rentals are scarce in the local area.
