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TRAILHEADS
FOUR PEAKS WILDERNESS

Not uncommonly one of the more challenging parts of a backcountry trip is
attempting to find the trailhead itself. To assist you in reaching the
Jjumping-off place, we have developed the following directions to the
trailhead named below:

Cottonwood Camp - Drive north from Mesa on State Highway 87. Approximately
11.5 miles north of the Verde River Bridge (and just past the Desert Vista
Rest Stop), turn right (east) onto Four Peaks Road 143. Drive approximately
2.5 miles to Road 401. Turn right and drive 4.4 miles to Cottonwood Camp.
The trail starts east across Cottonwood wash. Please do not damage the
livestock facilities here. Trail accessed: Lower Solider Camp Trail 84.

Be sure to secure your vehicle, and don't leave valuables in sight while
you gone. Also be sure someone knows where you are going.
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
