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Temporary road closures on the Brush Creek/Hayden Ranger District 
 

(Saratoga, Wyo.) June 3, 2010 – Beginning immediately, the Forest Service is closing National 

Forest System Roads (NFSRs) 452, the Jack Creek Rd., and 261 south of Elk Mountain. Both are 

on the Brush Creek/Hayden Ranger District. Unusually wet spring conditions necessitated the 

closures.  

 

NFSR 452 is impassable due to muddy, wet conditions about two miles from the national forest 

boundary. Visitors should be aware that there is little room for large recreational vehicles and 

truck and trailer combinations to turn around on this two-mile stretch nor on the one-mile stretch 

of County Road 500 that connects to NFSR 452. This closure makes the Jack Creek 

Campground, Jack Creek Crew Quarters, Jack Creek Guard Station, and the Deep Jack Trailhead 

inaccessible. 

 

Spring runoff has resulted in a culvert washout on NFSR 261 south of Elk Mountain. This road 

closure makes the Turpin Reservoir inaccessible. Be advised that visitors may access the Bow 

River Campground only via NFSR 101.  

 

Both roads will be closed until further notice. These conditions present a danger to visitors and 

travel on these roads could result in damage to natural resources. The Forest Service apologizes 

for any inconvenience these conditions and closures cause to visitors. The roads will be opened 

as soon as is safely possible. 

 

Although designated open to travel, other roads in this area may be impassable or partially 

impassable. Fallen trees, snow drifts, and extremely muddy conditions are present during this 

time of year. Motor vehicle users should resist the temptation to travel outside the road or trail 

prism and through muddy, rutted areas. Skirting an obstacle leads to widening the route, which is 

unauthorized and causes resource damage, such as damage to wetlands and increased erosion and 

sedimentation that can impact fish habitat and water quality.
