PINE RIVER WILD AND SCENIC RIVER WATERCRAFT PERMITS

 CHANGE IN REQUIRED PERMIT SEASON
PUBLIC SCOPING NOTIFICATION


Forest Supervisor Barry Paulson is considering changing the required watercraft permit season on the Pine National Wild and Scenic River.  This change will make the required permit season on the Pine the same as on the Pere Marquette Wild and Scenic River.  Permits would then be required on both rivers from the Friday before Memorial Weekend through Labor Day weekend.  Currently on the Pine, permits are required from May 15 through September 10.  In 2009 the required permit season was changed as part of the revised Pere Marquette River Management Plan.  Realigning the permit dates will reduce confusion of when permits are required on the two rivers within the Manistee National Forest which require permits. Most watercraft use on the Pine River occurs between Memorial and Labor Days.  No negative impact to natural resources or their management is anticipated.
