Updates
Safiya Updates:
· Safiya will be out of the office from 2/22 – 3/20/09 on training. Anne Hoover, R&D will be serving as Acting Director during month. Anne is a social scientist with R&D, and has been engaged in the Kids in Woods effort since its beginnings.

· Safiya is engaged in preparing 2010 and 2011 budgets.
Climate Change Education
· Safiya is leading the Climate Change Education Team – Seven teams are implementing the FS’s Climate Change Framework. She has pulled together a cross-Deputy Area team, including IITF, to develop education actions. Group will tie closely to Climate Change science program – an interagency working group that has identified building blocks of information and education. 

· Climate Change Education Team will focus on both internal and external audiences. 

· Job Corps has been very interested in ‘greening’ their JC Centers. WO staff put together a lesson plan, used at 22 FS Job Corps centers. Talking further to encompass other environmental education components.

Three teams from IRM are working on getting operation up and running. Includes E-Commerce team – FS and Department has been very supportive.
