1. INTRODUCTION. This prospectus furnishes prospective bidders with information not contained in the published
advertisement and is designed to enable bidders to decide whether or not to further investigate the sale. The prospectusis not alegally
binding document, but is offered to provide general information about asale. The contract does not include descriptions, estimates, and
other datain this prospectus, unless otherwise stated. 1n the event that the prospectus contains an error or contradicts the sample contract,
the contract governs. Bidders are urged to examine the timber sale and make their own estimates. Timber sale Contract 2400-6 will be
used. Inspect the sale area and the sample contract before submitting abid. Obtain the appraisal, other information on the timber, and
conditions of sale and bidding at Forest Service offices listed above and in the named attached advertisement.

2. BIDDING. ThisisaSeaded Bid sadle. Bidders must submit sealed bids on prepared forms they can obtain from Forest Service
offices listed above and in the attached advertisement. The forms include instructions for bidding and submission of the required
certifications. A bid guarantee must be included with the bid in the form of cash, abid bond on form FS-6500-13 (4/82) or later,
certification of annual bid bond allocation on form FS-6500-13a (4/82) or later, an irrevocable letter of credit, a certified check, bank draft,
cashiers check, official bank check, or bank or postal money order payable to the Forest Service, USDA in the amount specified above and
in the bid form. The bid guarantee shall be returned to each bidder whose bid is not accepted.

Total Sale Value Bidding:

Prospective purchasers must submit bids in terms of the minimum acceptable total sale value. The bid form states minimum acceptable
bid rates and estimated quantities of timber, together with the minimum acceptable total sale value. The advertised minimum acceptable
total sale valueisonly for the biddable species, aslisted on the bid form in the upper section of block 14. 1t does not include any non-
biddable, fixed rate species listed in the lower section of block 14 titled "Required Removal at Fixed Rate. Only the Fixed Rate Applies.”
The bidder should enter the offer on the bid form only in terms of the total sale value. The Forest Service shall establish bid rates by
speciesin the contract by multiplying each species’ minimum acceptable bid rate by the bid increase percentage. Such rates will be
rounded to the nearest cent. The bid increase percentage is the bidder's total sale value bid rate divided by the minimum acceptable total
salevalue. The total amount for stumpage is the volume of each biddable species multiplied by its bid rate, plus the volume of each fixed
rate species multiplied by its fixed rate.

3.LOCATION AND DESCRIPTION OF TIMBER. Refer to the sample contract and sale area map attached to the sample
contract for legal location of sale area, location of subdivisions, location of cutting units, the acreage of sale area, and the cutting unit
acreage.

THE FOLLOWING GENERAL LOCATION, ROUTES OF ACCESS, ACREAGES, AND OTHER SPECIAL LOCATION
DATA DO NOT SUPERSEDE THE SALE AREA MAP OR SAMPLE CONTRACT.

The Refuge MP Timber Sale is located approximately 6 miles north of Quincy, CA, in T25N R9E Sections 12, 13, 24 and 25, and T25N
R10E Sections 5-9, 15-21, 29-33.

Within the 6,533 acre Sale Area Boundary there are 1,038 acres of timber harvesting. Thereis approximately: 3,701 CCF / 18,992 gr tons
of combined softwood biomass; 649 CCF / 2,331 gr tons of ponderosa and/or Jeffrey pine sawtimber; 534 CCF / 2,007 gr tons of sugar
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pine sawtimber; 820 CCF / 2,657 gr tons of Douglas fir sawtimber; 378 CCF / 1,307 gr tons of incense cedar sawtimber; 5,193 CCF /
19,298 gr tons of white and/or red fir sawtimber.

Four units covering 362 acres are thinnings designated as Individual Tree Marked (ITM), all tree designated by blue paint are to be
harvested, with tops and limbs to be utilized as biomass.

Nine units covering 434 acres are fuel reduction treatments where the sawtimber to be removed is designated by blue paint (ITM), and a
understory thin and the removal of the resultant biomass will be through Designation by Spacing.

152 groups totalling 242 acres will harvested, with all trees meeting utilization standards being removed except those designated as leave
trees by white paint (LTM). Approximately one-third of the groups are located within or directly adjacent to the units described
previously.

4. TIMBER QUANTITIES AND RATES. The quality, size, cut per acre, and product suitability of the timber are estimates based

on detailed cruise information on file and available for inspection at the Forest Service offices listed above and in the advertisement.
VOLUME QUANTITIES LISTED HEREIN ARE MADE AVAILABLE WITH THE UNDERSTANDING THAT VALUES SHOWN
ARE FOREST SERVICE ESTIMATES AND ARE NOT GUARANTEED. For these reasons, bidders are urged to examine the timber sale
area and make their own estimates.

Road Construction Costs. The advertised rate does not include the estimated cost of specified road construction. The estimated road
construction cost has been included in the appraisal as a cost that the purchaser will incur. The purchaser will be responsible for the road
construction cost and WILL NOT receive credit towards stumpage costs for this expense, i.e., THIS SALE DOES NOT INCLUDE
PURCHASER CREDIT and bidders should consider the cost of road construction when devel oping their bids.

The minimum acceptable total sale value bid for advertised timber is $411,468.35. It does not include any non-biddable, fixed rate
species listed on the bid form in the lower section of block 14 titled "Required Removal at Fixed Rate. Only the Fixed Rate Applies.”
The total amount for stumpage is the volume of each biddable species multiplied by its bid rate, plus the volume of each fixed rate
species multiplied by its fixed rate.

The bid rate for species and unit of measure are assigned under procedures for average bid premium bidding, as noted in this prospectus.
This rate has been established by appraisal, with a cost allowance for the roads specified by the contract, if any. Required deposits for
slash disposal and road maintenance are in addition to the advertised rates for timber. Purchasers are responsible for the cost of specified
road construction. Specified road construction costs ARE NOT available to use as credit for the payment of stumpage, i.e., THIS SALE
DOESNOT INCLUDE PURCHASER CREDIT.

Thisisadeficit sale. The appraised stumpage rates have been increased by $756,818.97 to reach base rates. Provision C(T)4.12# applies
to the timber sale contract for opted specified roads. This provision requires that the stumpage rates paid by the small business purchaser
include the full estimated public works construction or reconstruction costs of the specified roads included in the contract in addition to the
current contract rates.

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5. PERIOD OF CONTRACT. Thenormal operating season covers the period between 06/01 and 10/31. Contract termination
dateis 12/31/2015. Extensions of this contract may be granted only when the purchaser has met specified conditions.

If an appeal or lawsuit isfiled challenging the decision to award this contract or upon determination by the Regional Forester that
conditions existing on thistimber sale are the same as, or nearly the same as, conditions existing on other timber sale(s) in appeal or
litigation, Contracting Officer may delay award or reject all bids. If delay in award isfor 30 days or more during Normal Operating
Season after bid opening, Contracting Officer shall, upon award, adjust the contract term to include additional calendar daysin one or
more Normal Operating Seasons equal to the time award is delayed during Normal Operating Season.

The purchaser must submit a Plan of Operations to the Contracting Officer for approval before operations begin or within 60 days of sale
award, whichever is earlier. The plan must show how the purchaser plans to complete the contract by the termination date. In addition to
the Plan of Operations, the purchaser must submit an annual Operating Schedule before commencing operations. This schedule will
include the anticipated major activities and needs for harvest. This annual Operating Schedule does not require concurrence of the Forest
Service.

6. PAYMENT. Payment for timber and any required deposits for slash disposal or road maintenance are required in advance
of cutting. Purchaser may provide an acceptable payment guarantee prior to cutting. Payment for required deposits must be a cash
payment. The purchaser shall make advance deposits in accordance with B(T)(P)4.212 - Advance Deposits.

The high bidder whose bid is accepted shall, at the time the contract is signed and returned by the bidder, make a downpayment
pursuant to Title 36, Section 223.49, of the Code of Federal Regulations. The Contracting Officer will notify the high bidder of the
amount necessary to make this payment. In no case shall the downpayment be less than 10 percent of the total advertised value and 20
percent of the bid premium. After receipt of the downpayment and a satisfactory performance bond and upon execution of the timber
sale contract, the Forest Service will return the bid guarantee. A cash bid guarantee may be applied to the downpayment at the request of
the purchaser. The purchaser cannot apply the amount deposited as a downpayment to cover other obligations due on the sale until
stumpage value representing 25 percent of the total bid value of the sale has been charged and paid for on the statement of account.

By 06/01/2015 , the purchaser shall have paid for, or in lieu thereof, deposited cash in the amount of: (1) 50 percent of the total
estimated bid premium, or (2) 35 percent of the total estimated sale value at bid date, exclusive of required deposits, rounded up to the
next $100.

By 08/16/2015 , the purchaser shall have paid for, or in lieu thereof, deposited cash in the amount of 75 percent of the total estimated sale
value at bid date, exclusive of required deposits, rounded up to the next $100.

If aqualified bidder elects to have the Forest Service construct specified roads, the contract shall provide for collection of not less than
the full estimated cost of the roads stated in this prospectus, in addition to the current contract rate value and required deposits.
Contract 2400-6 provides for collecting the estimated public works road construction cost as timber is scaled, at arate accelerated on
80 percent of the estimated volume.

If bidder elects the road option, payment for right-of-way timber will be made in advance of cutting. The timber will be decked by the
road contractor and will be made available to the purchaser when notified by Forest Service of location and availability. If purchaser
and road contractor agree, purchaser may cut and remove right-of-way timber as part of the specified road construction.

7. PERFORMANCE BOND. A performance bond isrequired. The penal sum of the bond will be 10 percent of the total bid
value of the sale, rounded up to the nearest $100 when the total bid value is $10,000 or less; and rounded up to the nearest $1,000 when
the total bid value exceeds $10,000. In no case will the performance bond be lessthan $42,000.00. If anirrevocable letter of creditis
used to secure the performance bond, the termination of the letter of credit must be at least 6 months past the contract termination date.

Purchaser may request inclusion of provision C(T)4.33 - Performance Bond as Security for Felled Timber to authorize deferment of
payment for timber felled, but not removed, up to the penal sum of the performance bond. Contracting Officers must increase the penal
sum of the performance bond as necessary to cover the estimated values of timber to be felled, but not removed. If the value of down
timber exceeds the penal sum, the excess value must be covered by cash deposit or by payment bond.

8. SPECIFIED ROADS. The Forest Service has determined that the following National Forest System roads shall be
constructed or paid for, in whole or in part, by the timber sale purchaser. Sufficient information to permit a prospective bidder to
calculate the likely cost to be incurred for road construction is available at the Forest Supervisor's Office. See the sample contract for
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verification of specific details and information concerning construction specifications. CONSTRUCTION ESTIMATES AND
INFORMATION CONTAINED HEREIN, TOGETHER WITH RELATED SPECIFICATIONS, ARE NOT GUARANTEED. The
following roads are those that Forest Service considers necessary to remove the timber from this sale.

The latest specified road completion date is 10/31/2014. If provision C(T)5.13# - Road Completion Date has different dates for projects,
thisisthe final road completion date.

Total estimated construction cost allowed in appraisal is $206,837.93

A bidder qualifying as a small business concern may elect to have the Forest Service construct the specified roads listed above.
Completion dates for construction apply whether construction is performed by the purchaser or by the Forest Service. If the bidder
elects Forest Service construction, it is the Forest Service'sintent to perform construction through public works contract. The Forest
Service shall not award the timber sale contract unless either it receives a satisfactory road construction bid or, if it failsto receive such a
bid within 90 days of opening timber sales bids, the bidder agreesto perform road construction.

If purchaser elects Forest Service construction, the total estimated public works construction cost that contract provision C(T)4.12#
would require to be paid in addition to current contract ratesis $206,832.19.

The estimated road construction cost includes the cost of road reconstruction engineering services, pursuant to Public Law 88-657, 78
Stat. 1089, 16 U.S.C. 532-537. Refer to C(T)5.213# - Deposit for Reconstruction Engineering Services in the sample contract for
additional information.

Purchaser shall make a cash deposit in the amount $45,950.00 for engineering services completed by Forest Service in preparation of this
contract. The Forest Service shall complete reconstruction related engineering services on the following schedule;

9. ROAD MAINTENANCE. Purchaser shall perform or pay for road maintenance work, commensurate with purchaser's use, on

roads controlled by Forest Service, and used by purchaser in connection with this sale. Road maintenance requirements are based on the
predicted haul route. Any change in the purchaser's actual haul route may necessitate a change in the roads to be maintained and/or in the
amount of required deposit for road maintenance. Required deposits for road maintenance are listed in Section 4 and in the sample
contract. Maintenance specifications are in the sample contract.

10. INAPPLICABLE STANDARD PROVISIONS. See sample contract.

11. SPECIAL PROVISIONS. See sample contract.

12. FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE. The Small Business Administration (SBA) may be able to assist small business concernsin
financing construction of specified roads listed in the sample timber sale contract. Such SBA assistance, if available, may be in the form
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of guaranteed bank loans or direct participation SBA loans. Applicants must meet SBA size and digibility requirements. APPLICANTS
ALSO MUST MEET CREDIT REQUIREMENTS OF SBA AND/OR A LOCAL BANK. APPROVAL OF LOAN ASSISTANCE
RESTSWITH SBA AND ISCONTINGENT ON AVAILABILITY OF LOCAL FUNDS OR SBA FUNDS. FAILURE TO BE
ELIGIBLE OR TO OBTAIN A LOAN IN NO WAY AFFECTS REQUIREMENTS OF BID FOR ADVERTISED TIMBER SALE OR
THE TIMBER SALE CONTRACT. If requested by the purchaser, the timber sale contract can provide repayment of direct SBA loans
through the Forest Service as the timber is cut.

13. SET-ASIDE SALES. Not Applicable.

14. LOG EXPORT AND SUBSTITUTION RESTRICTIONS. The contract requires domestic processing of included timber
except for species declared to be surplus, and prohibits the use of such included timber in substitution for unprocessed private timber
exported. The bidder, by signing the bid for advertised timber, certifies compliance with the applicable prohibitions against export and

substitution prescribed in the Forest Resources Conservation and Shortage Relief Act of 1990, as amended (16 U.S.C. 620, et seq.) with
each bid.

15. EQUAL EMPLOYMENT OPPORTUNITY COMPLIANCE REVIEW. If thetotal bid value plus required deposits for
this contract exceeds $10 million, before award, the Forest Service shall request an equa employment opportunity compliance review of

the high bidder to determine compliance with the provisions of Executive Order 11246 of September 24, 1965, as amended by Executive
Order 11375 of October 13, 1967 and Executive Order No. 12086 of October 5, 1978.

16. AWARD. The Contracting Officer is required to make a determination of bidder responsibility as stated in Title 36, Section
223.101, of the Code of Federal Regulations.

To determine a purchaser to be responsible, a Contracting Officer must find that:

a. The purchaser has adequate financial resources to perform the contract or the ability to obtain them;

b. The purchaser is able to perform the contract within the contract term taking into consideration all existing contracts and
Governmental business commitments,

c. The purchaser has a satisfactory performance record on timber sale contracts. A prospective purchaser that is or recently
has been serioudly deficient in contract performance shall be presumed not to be responsible, unless the Contracting Officer
determines that the circumstances were beyond the purchaser's control and were not created through improper actions by the
purchaser or affiliate, or that the purchaser has taken appropriate corrective action. Past failure to apply sufficient tenacity
and perseverance to perform acceptably under a contract is strong evidence that a purchaser is not a responsible contractor.
The Contracting Officer shall consider the number of contracts involved and extent of deficiency of each in making this
evaluation;

d. The purchaser has a satisfactory record of integrity and business ethics;

e. The purchaser has or is able to obtain equipment and supplies suitable for logging the timber and for meeting the resource
protection provisions of the contract;

f. The purchaser is otherwise qualified and eligible to receive an award under applicable laws and regulations.

Bidders, by signing the bid form, certify that, to the best of bidder's knowledge the bidder will meet the requirementsin 36 CFR
223.101, determination of purchaser responsibility, and, if awarded this contract, that bidder will complete the timber sale contract and
any modifications thereof in accordance with its terms including regquirements to purchase, cut, and remove included timber.

17. FALSE STATEMENTSACT. Bidders, by signing the bid form, certify that they are aware that bidder is subject to the

penalties prescribed in 18 U.S.C. 1001, Chapter 47, Fraud and False Statements (P.L. 104-45). The Act states "whoever, in any matter
within the jurisdiction of any department or agency of the United States knowingly and willfully falsifies, conceals or covers up by any
trick, scheme, or device a material fact, or makes any false, fictitious or fraudulent statements or representations, or makes or uses any
false writing or document knowing the same to contain any false, fictitious or fraudulent statement or entry, shall be fined under this
title or imprisoned not more than 5 years, or both."

18. DAMAGES. This contract shall be terminated for breach pursuant to paragraph 16, 19, and/or 21 of the bid form and the

terms of the sample contract if: 1) bidder failsto execute atimber sale contract, furnish a downpayment, or furnish a satisfactory
performance bond within 30 days of the award letter's date; or 2) bidder is found to have violated the False Statements Act in making
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any statement or certification on the bid form including not meeting purchaser responsibility requirements, and bidder has made afalse
statement. The bid guarantee shall be retained, in whole or in part, by the Forest Service to satisfy any damages that may be assessed.

19. SUSPENSION AND DEBARMENT CERTIFICATION. Non-procurement debarments and suspensions are governed by
the Government-wide common rules (7 CFR 3017).

These rules require each timber sale purchaser, to submit a certification for itself, its principals, and its affiliates when bidding on sales.
The bidder must designate its status regarding debarment, suspension, and other matters as specified on the bid form. The bidder, by
signing the bid form, certifies this status. An explanation for not submitting a certification may be submitted. The Contracting Officer
will determine whether the explanation provides sufficient reason for permitting participation in the bidding. Also, as atimber sale
purchaser entersinto transactions with subcontractors, these subcontractors must certify their eligibility. The certification titled
"Subcontractor Certification Regarding Debarment, Suspension, Ineligibility, and VVoluntary Exclusion” must be provided to
subcontractors, but completed certifications are not required to be submitted with bid forms. Purchaser must keep these subcontractor
certification forms on file for review by the Forest Service, if requested.

The certification forms and instructions for subcontractor transactions are provided as an addendum to the bid form.

20. OCCUPATIONAL SAFETY AND HEALTH ADMINISTRATION (OSHA) LOGGING REGULATIONS. Conduct of

operations on this timber sale is subject to inspection for compliance with the logging operations regulations at 29 CFR 1910.266 by
OSHA. Thisstandard is applicable to the entire logging industry wherever logging operations occur. Information is available to assist
purchasers to ensure compliance with the logging operations regulations during conduct of this timber sale from the U.S. Department of
Labor, Occupational Safety and Health Administration, OSHA, California Department of Industrial Relations, 1515 Clay Street, Suite
1901, Oakland, California 94612.

21. GENERAL.

A28 or AT25 - Make the following changesin A28 or AT25:

Add C2.323 - Construction Clearing.
Add C4.12# - Amount Payable for Timber.
Add C8.41 - Limitation of Performance by Other Than Purchaser.

NOTICE OF APPEAL

Bidders are hereby put on notice that the Empire V egetation Management Project NEPA document and associated decision, which
provide the authority to conduct this timber sale, were administratively appealed pursuant to (36 C.F.R. 215). Thistimber sale may
therefore be subject to litigation in the future, which may result in contract suspension, modification, or termination. The contract
provides for limited remedies in cases of suspension, modification or termination due to litigation. These remedies are further limited by
the PRE-AWARD WAIVER, RELEASE, AND LIMITATION OF LIABILITY AGREEMENT, which will likely be required prior to
award of this contract. To receive documentation relevant to the administrative appeal noted above, please contact Nancy Francine,
Plumas N.F. Forest Ecosystem Manager.

NOTICE OF LITIGATION

Bidders are hereby put on notice that the Empire Vegetation Management Project NEPA document and associated decision, which
provide the authority to conduct this timber sale, are currently involved in litigation. This may result in contract suspension,
modification, or termination. The contract provides for limited remediesin cases of suspension, modification or termination due to
litigation. These remedies are further limited by the PRE-AWARD WAIVER, RELEASE, AND LIMITATION OF LIABILITY
AGREEMENT, which will likely be required prior to award of this contract.
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NOTICE OF PARTIAL INJUNCTION

As of the date of the drafting of this prospectus, the following partial injunction on the Empire V egetation Management Project, which
the Refuge MP Timber Sale contract implements, is currently in force:

"Filed order (STEPHEN R. REINHARDT, JOHN T. NOONAN and RAYMOND C. FISHER): The court is considering the parties
reguest and opposition to the emergency motion for injunction pending appeal. Pending the decision on the emergency motion, and
further order of the court, the Forest Service is enjoined from proceeding with logging in the Empire, Basin, and Slapjack Projectsthat is
inconsistent with the 2001 Framework, except such logging as may occur within the wildland urban intermix defense and threat zones, as
defined in the Sierra Nevada Forest Plan Amendment Final Supplemental Environmental |mpact Statement, which appears in the record
at LER 518. [7416102] (AF)."

Thisinjunction may remain in place, be modified, or be lifted by the time the Refuge MP Thin Timber Sale contract is awarded. If a
bidder needs additional information on the status of this or any future injunction prior to bidding, it isincumbent on the bidder to obtain
that information.

LIMITATION ON LIABILITY

Thisisto notify prospective bidders on the Refuge MP Timber Sale that a PRE-AWARD WAIVER, RELEASE, AND LIMITATION
OF LIABILITY AGREEMENT will likely be required prior to award of this contract. A sample of this agreement is available at the Mt.
Hough Ranger Station, Quincy, CA 95971.

SCALING DEPOSITS

A deposit of $ 74,560 will be required to cover the cost of establishing aremote weight scaling station. This deposit amount is based on
an estimated $40 per load. If the contractor elects to utilize an aternative scaling location that has an approved yard agreement with the
Forest Service, contract scaling services deposit collections will be made based upon the rate established in a contract scaling services
agreement for that delivery location and projected volume to be removed over shorter time frame (30-60 days estimated haul). For
further reference see C8.16#.

Standard contract provisions are included in this contract which require the purchaser to deposit funds which the Forest Service will use
to pay for scaling services provided by log scaling contractors. Bidders should be aware that several significant changesin timber sale
contract administration procedures will be required to implement contract scaling using Forest Service provided scaling services. Such
changes include, but are not limited to the following provisions: B6.81, B6.812, B6.811, and R5 C6.849.

EQUIPMENT CLEANING

B6.35 Equipment Cleaning. Prior to moving Off-Road Equipment onto the sale area, Purchaser is required to either 1) clean equipment
of seed, soil, vegetative matter, and other debris that could contain or hold seeds and coordinate with Forest Service for
inspection/acceptance, or 2) submit documentation to Forest Service for review/approval that equipment last operated in an area free of
invasive species of concern. A list of noxious weeds of concern to the Forest Service is available for Purchaser's inspection at the
Supervisor's Office or District Ranger Station.

If the location of prior operation cannot be identified and verified as free of invasive species of concern, the Purchaser shall assume that
the prior location is infested with invasive species of concern.

Prior to moving any Off-Road Equipment from a subdivision/cutting unit that is shown on Sale Area Map to be infested with invasive
species of concern to, or through any other areathat is shown as being free of invasive species, Purchaser shall clean such equipment and
shall notify Forest Service and schedule an inspection by Forest Service for acceptance that equipment is free of seed, sail, vegetative
matter, and other debris that could contain or hold seeds. The Sale Area Map denotes areas, known by Forest Service prior to
advertisement, that are infested with invasive species of concern.

DUST ABATEMENT

Purchaser's ability to use National Forest water supply locations to abate dust may be limited due to drought conditions. In order to meet
dust abatement requirementsin C5.31# - Road Maintenance Requirements and the Dust Abatement Plan, the use of magnesium chloride
may be needed should National Forest water supply locations have inadequate flow levels, which could limit or exclude their use.

FELL HAZARD TREES
Purchaser will be required to fell all designated hazard trees aong roads within the Refuge MP Timber Sale Area designated for the
transport of forest products accordance with contract provision C2.35# - Designation of Timber. All hazard trees will be marked with
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blue or green paint prior to felling..

SALE OPERATIONS SCHEDULE
To comply with resource protection measures outlined in the Empire Vegetation Management Project EIS the following items are
included in C6.315#:

Protection of Soil - Operations may occur when the upper 8 inches of soil is dry, based on the following field method; reach down and
collect asmall quntity of soil and try to mold it into aball. If aball isformed that holds together under repeated tosses, the soil istoo
wet for equipment operations. Winter operations may occur only when the soil is frozen to a depth of over 5 inches, or over eight inches
of packed snow.

Restoration of Disturbed Soil Areas - Tillage of landings, temporary roads and skid trail approaches to landings (the 200ft closest to the
landing on slopes less than 25%) will be required upon completion of work in the subdivision or in conjunction with Erosion Prevention
and Control measures outlined in C6.6#.

Limited Operating Period to Prevent Disturbance of Wildlife - Hauling, road reconstruction, road maintenance or other land disturbing
activities are not allowed within the area designated on the Sale Area Map in the period between March 1 and August 15. ThisLOPis
subject to yearly verification by Forest Service wildlife biologist.

Road Reconstruction Requirements - Road reconstruction work must be completed on road segments required to access subdivisions
before cutting or hauling can occur within those subdivisions.

EMERGENCY PRECAUTIONS

The Project Activity Level (PAL) asdefined in C7.22#, an industrial operation's fire precaution system, will be used for this sale, which
islocated in the Central Zone. The normal operating season is from June 1 to October 31. The Expected Days per Month at each PAL
value for the normal operating season is shown in the following table based upon previous seasons data.
