REGl NAL ORDER
Occupancy nd Use Restrictions

Rocky ountain Region

Pursuant to Title 16 United States Code ("USC") 551, and Title 36 Code of Federal regulations ("CFR")
§ 261 ,50(a) and (b), the following acts are prohib ted on all National Forest System lands administered as
National Forests or National Grasslands within th Rocky Mountain Region (Region 2) of the United
States Department of Agriculture - Forest Servic in the states of Colorado, Kansas, Nebraska, South
Dakota, and/or Wyoming, This Regional Order i supplemental to and does not rescind or replace those
restrictions at 36 CFR 261 Subpart A, and/or an Forest Supervisor Order issued under 36 CFR 261
Subpart B, This Regional Order is necessary to rotect public health and safety and to provide the public
with consistent public health and safety restrictio s in the Rocky Mountain Region.

PROHIBITIONS

1. Operating any motor vehicle on Nationa Forest System roads in violation of applicable state,
county, or local government law, regulat on and/or ordinance relating to the use and possession
of motor vehicles, 36 CFR § 261 ,54(d),

2, Operating a vehicle carelessly, reckless y or without regard for the rights or safety of other
persons or in a manner or at a speed th t would endanger or be likely to endanger any person or
property on National ForestSystem roa s. 36 CFR § 261 ,54(f)

3, Parking or leaving a vehicle in violation f posted instructions, 36 CFR § 261,58(9)

4. Using a National ForestSystem road fo commercial hauling without a permit or written
authorization from the Forest Service. 4-6~C~F..!.R"-.....:l~~'-!..l.:ti

5, Possessing or consuming a beverage hich is defined as an alcoholic beverage by applicable
state law, 36 CFR § 261,58 (bb)
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6. Possessing, storing or transporting Cann bis plantls or part thereof or any controlled substance
derived from the manufacture of Cannab s plant/s as defined or classified under Title 21 USC §
802 (16) as Marijuana. 36 CFR 261.5 t

7. Possessing, discharging, or using any ki d of firework or pyrotechnic device. 36 CFR § 26152(f)

8. Operating or using any internal or extern I combustion engine without a spark arresting device
properly installed, maintained, and in eff ctive working order, meeting either; (1) Department of
Agriculture, Forest Service Standard 51 0-1a (as amended); or (2) Appropriate Society of
Automotive Engineers (SAE) recommen ed practice J335(b) and J350(a). 36 CFR § 261.52(j)

EXEMPTIONS

Pursuant to 36 CFR § 261.50(e), the following p rsons are exempt from this Order:

1. Persons with a Forest Service permit sp cifically authorizing the otherwise prohibited act or
omission.

2. Persons utilizing motorized vehicles to p ovide incidental services for holders of National Forest
System in-holdings, for holders of Fores Service recreational special use authorizations, and/or
for authorized public services are exem t from Prohibition 4. "Incidental" is defined for the
purposes of this Regional Order as the ccasional delivery of fuel, food, and other necessary
supplies, or provision of services to the bove described holders and/or authorized users.

3. Persons who have attained the age of 2 years are exempt from Prohibition 5 to the extent not
otherwise restricted by applicable Feder I, State, or local law.

4. Any Federal, State, or local officer, or m mber of an organized rescue or fire fighting force in the
performance of an official duty.

In the event that any provision of this Order is d emed unenforceable by a court of competent jurisdiction,
the remainder of this Order shall remain in force and effect.

This Regional Order shall be in effect from Janu ry 3, 2011 until December 31,2013, or until rescinded,
whichever event occurs first

Violation of Title 36 Code of Federal Regulatio s ("36 CFR") are punishable as a Class B misdemeanor,
by a fine of not more than $5,000 for an individ alar $10,000 for a legal entity other than an individual, or
imprisonment for not more than six (6) months, r both (16 U.S.C. § 551 and 18 U.S.G. §§ 3559 and
3571).
