SUBJECT:  1st 40 Basic Firefighter Training
TO:  Students

You have been selected to attend the 1st 40 Basic Firefighter Training at the Danny Rhynes Interagency Training Center on February 7-11, 2011. Class will begin at 0900 hours on Monday, February 7 and conclude at approximately 1700 hours on Friday, February 11.
This course is designed to provide entry level firefighters skills. Many of the units are set up so they can be taught in either the classroom or the field. The following courses will be instructed: 
· I-100 - Introduction to ICS

· Orientation to the Incident Command System.
· IS-700 – An introduction to NIMS 
· Describe the intent of NIMS.

· Describe the key concepts and principals underlying NIMS.

· Describe the purpose of the NIMS Components including:

· Preparedness, Communications and Information.

· Describe the purpose of the National integration Center.

· L-180 - Human Factors on the Fireline 

· Students will demonstrate an understanding of their responsibilities to address human performance issues so they can integrate more effectively into crews/teams operating in high-risk, dynamic work environments.

· S-130 - Firefighting Training
· Explain what the LCES (Lookouts, Communications, Escape Routes, and Safety Zones) system is and how it relates to the Standard Firefighting Orders.

· Construct fireline to required standards using various methods.

· Strengthen, reinforce, and use holding actions on a fireline.

· Extinguish the fire with or without the use of water.

· Complete assigned tasks in a safe and efficient manner.

· Given an assignment in a wildfire environment, describe factors in that environment which could impact safety.
· S-190 - Introduction to Wildland Fire Behavior


· Identify and discuss the three sides of the fire triangle.
· Identify the environmental factors of fuel, weather and topography that affect the start and spread of wildland fire.

· Describe the contributing factors that indicate the potential for increased fire behavior that may compromise safety.

Allan Hancock College – Community College District Program:

DRTC has an agreement with Allan Hancock College to provide this class as part of their curriculum. Upon successful completion, the course will be entered on your college transcript. Allan Hancock College enrollment process is now online and students are required to enroll prior to the first day of class.

Tuition

Course tuition is $300.00  

All students must submit a NWCG Nomination Form with proper agency charge codes and signatures for payment.  Forms can be attained on-line at: “nationalfiretraining.net”.

Billing Information:

Forest Service (Other Regions):  The approved NWCG Nomination Form will be used for payment.  This form must include proper agency charge codes and signatures.  
Other Federal Agencies:  The approved NWCG Nomination Form will be used for payment.  This form must include proper agency codes, agreement numbers and signatures.

Other Non Federal Agencies: It is recommended that students pay with check or money order at the facility at the start of class.  There is an additional 7.1% administrative fee added to this tuition charge. If payment is not received, a bill of collection will be issued to your agency. 
Cancellations:  Cancellations must be made two weeks prior to the course start date.  If a cancellation occurs after the two-week cut off and the slot goes unfilled, there will be a charge 
not to exceed the tuition charge for the course.  The last date to cancel for this course is January 31, 2010
If a student cancels within the two-week period and pre work has already been received, the student needs to return pre work to the training facility.
