Road as you approach Modjeska Canyon Road. Turn east on Modjeska Canyon Road, and
drive through the olive tree grove. Cross a small bridge and make a left turn around the
large oak tree at the "T" intersection in the road. Continue on Modjeska Canyon Road past
the fire station to the end of the public road where you will find the sanctuary on the left
side. Parking is on the street, or in the gravel lot just beyond the sanctuary.

What to bring: Comfortable footwear (no sandals), water, snacks, dress for cool weather,
trekking poles, binoculars, camera, flash lights, and field guides.

Safety: Small children must stay with adults throughout the hike.
Level of difficulty: Easy to moderate. The trek will be up-hill on the way in, and
downhill on the way out. We will walk, talk, and stop often to discuss items of interest

along the route.
