Order Number 357-02

Occupancy and Use
Wallowa-Whitman National Forest

Pursuant to 36 CFR 261.50(a) the following acts are prohibited within the Eagle Cap Wilderness,
located within the Eagle Cap Wilderness, located within the Wallowa-Whitman National forest,
and continuing until further notice:

1. Entering or being in the Eagle Cap Wilderness without a permit. 36 CFR 261.57(a).

2. Camping within 100 feet of any lake or posted wetlands. 36 CFR 261.58(e).

3. Building, maintaining, attending or using a camp fire within 100 feet of any lake or
posted wetlands. 36 CFR 261.52(a).

4. Building, maintaining, attending or using a camp fire within ¥ mile (1320 feet) of the
following lakes: Bear Lake (Bear Cr. Area), Blue Lake, Chimney Lake, Dollar Lake,
Eagle Lake, Frazier Lake, Little Frazier Lake, Glacier Lake, Hobo Lake, Ice lake, Jewett
Lake, Laverty Lake, Maxwell Lake, Mirror Lake, Moccasin Lake, Prospect lake,
Steamboat Lake, Sunshine Lake, Swamp Lake, Tombstone Lake, Traverse Lake, and
Upper Lake. 36 CFR 261.52(a).

5. Hitching or tethering of horse(s) or other saddle or pack animal(s) within 200 feet of all
lakes and 100 feet of all streams and posted wetlands. 36 CFR 261.58(aa).

6. Grazing of horse(s) or other saddle or pack animal(s) within 200 feet of any lake. 36
CFR 261.57(e)

7. Entering any posted restoration site. 36 CFR 261.57(a).

8. Storing, leaving, or abandoning of any personal property equipment and or supplies for
more than 72 hours. 36 CFR 261.57(f).

9. Hitching or tethering of horse(s) or other saddle or pack animal(s) to trees at campsites
except for the purposes of loading or unloading. 36 CFR261.58(aa).

10. Entering or being the Eagle Cap Wilderness with a party of more than 12 people and/or
18 head of stock. 36 CFR 261.58(f).

11. Camping in the Lakes Basin Management Area with a party of more than 6 people and 9
head of stock. 36 CFR 261.58(f). See map of management area.

Pursuant to 36 CFR 261.50(e) , the following persons are exempt for this order:
1. Any Federal, State or Local Law Enforcement Officer, or member of an organized rescue
or fire fighting force in the performance of an official duty.
2. Persons with a permit issued by the Eagle Cap District ranger specifically authorizing the
prohibited act.
3. Specific only to item number 12, no persons, departments, or agencies are exempt from
this order.
