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Acquisition Management (AQM) and Fire and Aviation Management (FAM), are implementing a revised protocol for dispatching competitive incident procurements for the remainder of the 2009 fire season.  This decision was made to mitigate any discrepancies with the Dispatch Priority Lists (DPL) produced via the Virtual Incident Procurement program (VIPR) and to provide a consistent approach for ordering resources the remainder of the season.  The Region considers this decision, at the peak of fire season, to be critical towards maintaining an efficient and workable acquisition process for the fire procurement program.   

In conjunction with VIPR Team, the Pacific Northwest Region (R6) Acquisition Team will implement this strategy for the remainder of the FY 2009 fire season:

1. Refrigerated Trailers, Mechanic Trucks, and Clerical Trailers: The rollover modifications were successful and awards were made, so the 2009 DPL will be used effective 8/21/09.  Dispatchers will continue to use 2008 DPLs in the interim.

2. Potable/Gray Water Trucks & Trailer Mounted Handwash Stations: The Region made awards and generated DPLs from VIPR 8/13/09.  The 2009 DPLs will be effective 8/21/09.  Dispatchers will continue to use local IBPAs/EERAs in the interim.

3. Portable Toilets and Portable Handwash Units: The Region has decided to not make awards from this solicitation.  Forests will procure these services using local EERAs or commercially via credit card.  

4. Water Handling Agreements (Engines & Tenders): The Region will use the 2009 IBPAs; however, the 2009 DPLs were incorrect and have been generated manually outside of VIPR.  The new manually generated DPLs are effective 8/14/09 and will be used through May 31, 2010.  

5. Fallers &Tents: The Region was unable to generate DPLs in VIPR so the 2008 Agreements have been extended till May 31, 2010.  The 2008 DPLs will be used for the remainder of the season.  

The Region will revisit the VIPR DPLs after the height of the fire season has passed and intends to fully support moving the VIPR program forward.  These decisions were made to promote consistency for the remainder of the current fire season while maintaining the intent of the competitive solicitation process.  Both Fire & Aviation Management and Acquisition Management appreciate your patience and continued procurement interest in the business of wildfire suppression and support.
