The Caney Loop begins at Stoney Cove and includes Caney Trail 
#1226 and Sheltowee Trace #100. 
Heavy trail use during the wet spring season greatly increases trail 
damage. 
Your cooperation during this voluntary closure will reduce trail 
impacts and maintenance costs. 
Alternate trails may be accessed from (see map): 

• White Sulphur Horse Camp Trailhead (Daily fee required) 
• Clear Creek Lake Trailhead 
• Glady Trailhead off Leatherwood Road 

 
Directions to alternate trailheads from I-64 
From I-64 East - Exit 123, turn right onto US 60, proceed 6 miles to Salt Lick, turn right onto KY 211 
at the flashing yellow light and proceed 3 ½ miles, turn left (across from Forest Service Information 
signs on the right) onto Road 129, then see destination area below. 
From I-64 West - Exit 133, turn left onto KY 801, proceed south 2 ½ miles to intersection with US 
60, turn right and go approximately 4 miles to Salt Lick, turn at the yellow flashing light onto KY 211 
and proceed 3 ½ miles, turn left (across from Forest Service Information signs on the right) onto 
Road 129, then see destination area below. 

 White Sulphur Horse Camp- go 1 mile and turn left onto Forest Service Road 105 and proceed 
about 2 miles to destination. Day use fee required. 

 Clear Creek Lake parking area- go 2 miles to the parking lot on the right. 
 Glady Trailhead- go 5 ½ miles to destination on right.
