Recommendation Rationale

A circumboreal species, it is rare throughout the Rocky Mountains. The species reaches
its southern distribution in R2 and populations in R2 may be disjunct. Known from the
Bighorn and Pike-San Isabel NFs, but also said to occur in North Park and South Park.
Reported to inhabits meadows and mountain slopes in WY, and calcareous fens in CO.
Because it is commonly distributed outside of R2, may occur in a variety of different
habitats, and does not appear to be in decline, this species does not appear to warrant
sensitive status. Lack of information and association with fen habitats warrants a
conservative approach, and therefore we recommend it for consideration for Emphasis
Species lists.
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
