Forest Visitor Maps

Forest visitor maps contain general information such as roads, towns, and waterways.
They also provide more detailed Forest information including Forest boundary,
recreation sites, Forest roads, trails, and parking areas. The Forest Visitor Maps are
printed on waterproof, plastic-coated paper.

Green Mountain Visitor Map  $10.00 each

This map covers the entire Green Mountain National Forest of Vermont. It includes
the northern section of Forest, the Middlebury and Rochester Ranger Districts on
one side and the southern section of the Forest, the Manchester Ranger District, on
the reverse. The northern section contains the area extending east to west from
Rochester to Middlebury, and north to south from Starksboro to Rutland. The
southern section contains the area extending east to west from Wardsboro to the
New York Boarder and north to south from Wallingford to the Massachusetts
border. The maps measure 36 X 36 inches.

Finger Lakes Visitor Map  $10.00 each

This map covers the Finger Lakes National Forest of New York. It encompasses
more than 16,000 acres, between Seneca and Cayuga Lakes. The map measures 28
X 41 inches and contains an area east of Seneca Lake and north to south from Lodi
to Burdett.

Topographical Maps $6.00 each

Topographical maps, also known as quad maps, are the most detailed maps available.
The US Geological Survey updated most of these maps in 1997. They contain
information such as political and property boundaries, State and private roads,
waterways, contour lines, trails, trailheads, recreation areas. The Forest Service has the
quad maps that include Forest Service property. See attached quad index for details.
The maps come in 1:24000 scale and measure 22 x 27 inches. They sell for $6.00 each.

Many of our Recreation Opportunity Guides also include site specific maps. These
guides are available at any of our offices or on-line at our website. They include
individual trail maps of various trails and campgrounds. They are free of charge.
