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With the adoption of the “PLANTS” database by the USDA, there have been, and will continue to be, changes to many of the old familiar plant names. With the publication of the Flora of North American,  and as more molecular information regarding plant taxonomy becomes available through such sources as the Angiosperm Phylogeny Group “APG”, some accepted family alliances can be expected to be in a state of flux.  To aid in learning the new names, they have been cross-referenced with the old names, which are in smaller type. “PLANTS” is an acronym for Plant List of Attributes, Names, Taxonomy, and Symbols.  Additionally, this edition of the Plants of the Umatilla National Forest for the first time includes our listed rare lichens, liverworts, and mosses.  Their individual alliances in this book are fully spelled out and are in the “family code” field – see information below.  Full listings of  the documented Umatilla N.F. biodiversity of these primitive plants and lichens – a fungal and algal, or, in some cases, cyanobacterial symbiotic alliance, are not presented, but may be considered in future editions.

Family Code: Codes are taken from William A. Weber’s MNEMONIC Three-letter Acronyms for the Families of Vascular Plants: A Device for more effective Herbarium Curation.

Conservation / Noxious Status:

1. Entries in RED are assigned noxious weed status in either Oregon or Washington.  In many cases these plants may be noxious in both states.

List status as either A, B, or C indicates the priority attention that is applied to the particular weed.
2. Entries in BLUE are rare plants that are formally listed in Oregon, Washington or, in addition, by the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service.  Codes are as follows:

OR-L3 = ORBIC List 3- see WA-R1 above
