It is the responsibility of the appellant to ensure their appeal is received in a timely manner.  The publication date of the legal notice of the decision in the newspaper of record is the exclusive means for calculating the time to file an appeal.  Appellants should not rely on date or timeframe information provided by any other source.  Further details regarding appeal criteria, including submittal information, is provided in the ROD.
