	9. Statement of Project Goals and Objectives:  (max. 7 lines)
To complete final segment of FS 2800 road decommissioning and convert to PNTA trail.  Objectives are to apply decomm and trail conversion treatments that will: remove large unstable stream crossing fill; improve hillslope hydrology and reduce potential road drainage influence on Gold Creek deep-seated landslide instability, reduce erosion/sediment into nearby fish-bearing Gold Creek.  Trail conversion objectives will provide for safe and enjoyable travel for hikers, stock and bicyclists, and meet PNTA and Forest Service standards.



	10. Project Description: (max. 30 lines.)

This project would complete the final 1.1 miles of road decommissioning/convert to trail for the Gold Creek road to trail conversion project that is part of the Pacific Northwest National Scenic Trail (PNTA).  Planning, design, and implementation of the first phase of this project was funded by the Olympic RAC in Rounds 1-3.  In 2010, the RAC selected this project for funding in the amount of $68,100.  Recreation trail specifications and standards, along with additional site investigations,  determined that additional funding was needed to achieve trail objectives and reduce future erosion at large stream crossing removal.
 The overall road to PNTA trail conversion project is 90% complete.  Eight miles of road with high risk to aquatics have been decommissioned, and are being enjoyed by an array of recreationists.    Two resident fish passage barriers has been removed (Gold Creek, Sleepy Hollow Cr).  The Forest Service contributed $96,000 to accomplish the fish passage barrier removals.  

The remaining unfunded segments total about 1.1 miles: FS2800-000 (0.7 mi) and nearby spur not associated w/ trail FS2800-145 (0.4 mi).  FS 2800 segment includes one large stream crossing removal, outsloping roadway, a 36 inch wide trail, drainage treatments, and revegetation.  This road segment was identified as a HIGH priority treatment in the Dungeness 2nd Iteration Watershed Analysis (2007).  PNTA organization, local backcountry horsemen, and other recreationists are most interested in seeing this project funded so that this PNTA trail segment would link this to the main trailhead located at junction of FS2800 road. 

This project is contract -ready.  All planning and contract preparation for this project has been completed.  If funded, this work would be completed this year (summer 2011).  US Forest Service personnel will oversee site construction and trail conversion activities.

Once the overall project is complete, approximately 9 miles of the 2830-000 and 2800-000 roads and associated spurs will have been decommissioned.  Five miles of FSR 2830-000 will have been converted to the segment of the PNTA trail, to provide an important trail link connecting Trail #830 to Trail #836.

16.  Target Species Benefited: (if applicable) (max. 7 lines) Recreation user groups that utilize trails for hiking, backpacking, mountain biking and stock use. The Dungeness River supports a wide variety of anadromous salmonids including Chinook, Coho, Pink Salmon, Steelhead and Cutthroat Trout.  There is also a population of Bull Trout in the Dungeness River around the confluence and downstream of Gold Creek.  Specific targeted species is resident cutthroat trout, opening up approximately 2 miles of resident habitat.

The Olympic National Forest has completed an Access and Travel Mgt plan.  Throughout this process, along with public involvement with the Gold Creek EA, the District has received numerous comments and input that recommends conversion of the 2830-000 road to a trail, which would provide a link for a proposed trail system.  This proposal would provide diverse  public recreational opportunities and future administrative use while meeting agency objectives for restoring watersheds.

 This project has broad public support and interest, especially those that support recreation (hiking/biking/stock use). The project will also provide employment to the local community as it is anticipated that the contract would be awarded to one of the many qualified contractors in the area.  Project would improve water quality and fish habitat conditions.

The project will help the Forest Service meet its management objectives as defined in the Aquatic Conservation Strategy and the Northwest Forest Plan.  This project will reduce long term chronic fine  sediment inputs into Gold Creek and the Dungeness River, and will improve hillslope hydrology and possibly stability in the Gold Creek landslide area.  The Gold Creek subwatershed, and roads have been identified as sediment source areas.

The Forest Service contributed $96,000 of appropriated funds in prior years to accomplish removal of the two fish passage barriers at Sleepy Hollow Creek and Gold Creek.

Contributed funding for erosion control, revegetation, and trail construction and maintenance will be provided by PNTA and WCC hand labor crews.  Volunteer assistance for trail construction and maintenance will also be provided by Buckhorn Branch Backcountry Horseman and Washington Trails Association.
