TEMPORARY SPECIAL ORDER 
 MOTORIZED WHEELED VEHICLES ROAD CLOSURES
GALLATIN NATIONAL FOREST

BOZEMAN RANGER DISTRICT

Pursuant to Title 36 Code of Federal Regulations 261.50(b), the following acts are prohibited on the following National Forest System road on the Gallatin National Forest. These restrictions are in addition to those enumerated in Subpart A, Part 261, Title 36, Code of Federal Regulations, and become effective upon signing and will remain in effect until rescinded. 

36 CFR 261.54 – National Forest System Roads

Beginning May 16, 2011 the following is prohibited: Possessing or using a motorized wheeled vehicle on National Forest System Roads listed below when the gate is closed or signs are posted (36 CFR 261.54(a)). 
These roads scheduled to be open May 16 annually in compliance with the Gallatin National Forest Travel Management Plan will remain closed to motorized vehicles to prevent damage to the snow covered and soft roadbeds.  At the District Ranger’s discretion, restrictions will be removed or moved up the drainage on each road as conditions allow for vehicle use. Adjustments to beginning location of closures will be posted on road way.
