	Recommendation Rationale

	Previously, this species was known from a single site and was not known to occur on NFS lands, although there is some uncertainty as to whether it might extend onto adjoining NFS lands.  Recently discovered populations have been located on the Pike NF and the White River NF, although confirmation of specimens by experts has not yet been obtained.  This is a rare endemic of hybrid origin that apparently produces viable seed without fertilization (agamospermy).  It may be restricted to a particular geologic formation.  The populations on NFS lands may be vulnerable to recreation and mining activities, as well as stochastic events and climate change.  Its extreme rarity (currently estimated at up to 200 individuals in any given year), restricted habitat, and potential for impacts from management activities indicate that sensitive status is warranted.
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
