	Recommendation Rationale

	Black rosy finch is one of several rosy finch species closely tied to alpine and tundra habitat in the Rocky Mountains.  The population occurs in several states and the species is known to breed in Wyoming and winter in both Wyoming and Colorado.  Population trend data is unavailable for the species and the greatest threat is presumed to be due to climate change impacts on high elevation alpine and tundra habitats.  The majority of breeding habitats in Region 2 are protected as wilderness, and the agency has limited capacity to directly impact the species through its management.  Potential impacts by other stressors such as invasive species are currently unknown but may be important, particularly as plant and animal communities are impacted by climate change.  
The black rosy finch is one of several species likely to be negatively influenced by climate change.  Although the agency has relatively limited opportunity to directly influence climate change impacts, efforts should be made to better understand potential stressors, in both breeding and wintering areas, that can be influenced through agency policy and management.
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
