ROAD CLOSURE;  MOTORIZED WHEELED VEHICLES ON
 WEST FORK DENNY CREEK ROAD AND RED CANYON ROAD
HUMAN ENTRY CLOSURE ON PORTION OF MADISON ARM ROAD 291 

HEBGEN LAKE RANGER DISTRICT

GALLATIN NATIONAL FOREST

Pursuant to 36 CFR Section 261.50 (b), the following acts are prohibited on the roads described in this order and on the attached Map, within the Gallatin National Forest, until further notice.
At the District Ranger’s discretion, restrictions will be removed or moved up the drainage on each road as conditions allow for vehicle use. Adjustments to beginning location of closures will be posted on road way.

a) MADISON ARM ROAD 291, from Highway 191 to Madison Arm Resort

b) WEST FORK DENNY CREEK ROAD 1735, from mile 0 to mile 6.1

c) RED CANYON ROAD 681, from mile 0 to mile 2.7

1) Beginning Immediately USE OF ALL MOTORIZED WHEELED VEHICLES IS PROHIBITED until significant snow melt occurs and the road bed hardens on West Fork Denny Creek Road and Red Canyon.  

The purpose of this order is to prevent damage to road surfaces from motorized wheeled vehicle use before they have dried sufficiently following spring snowmelt.

2) The Madison Arm Road 291 is CLOSED TO ALL HUMAN ENTRY due to human and bear safety concerns resulting from numerous bears feeding on carcasses.
Pursuant to 36 CFR 261.50(e), the following persons are exempt from this order:

1) Persons with a permit specifically authorizing the otherwise prohibited act or   omission.

2) Any Federal, State, or local law enforcement officer, or member of an organized rescue or fire fighting force in the performance of an official duty.
