MANAGEMENT OF LIVESTOCK: 
 
The above schedule for stocking the allotments depends upon the availability of forage and 
water.  Some flexibility is allowed for justifiable causes such as:  weather conditions, livestock 
management needs, and range condition.  If there is a need to deviate from the above schedule 
by more than ten (10) days, you need to immediately notify the District Ranger of the 
proposed change.  The District Ranger must be notified five (5) days prior to the time livestock 
enter or leave the Forest. 
 
It is your responsibility to move your livestock when sufficient water is no longer available or  
when proper forage utilization is achieved in a pasture or section of pasture. You are responsible  
for maintaining control of your livestock. In the event your livestock are found to be out of the  
scheduled pasture, you will be required to find, gather, and return your animals to the proper  
pasture as soon as possible. Failure to maintain control of your livestock could lead to adverse  
action against your Temporary Grazing Permit.  

UTILIZATION GUIDELINES: 
 
Proper utilization of forage plants is a necessity to maintain long term productivity of 
the rangeland and to protect soils from erosion.  Proper utilization will maintain 
sufficient ground cover to prevent erosion and meet the physiological needs of key 
forage plants for maintenance and reproduction over the long term.  Allowable use is 
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determined from considering proper use and all influencing factors such as grazing 
system, range condition, watershed condition, timing and duration of livestock use 
and scheduled amount of rest between use periods.  As outlined in the NEPA 
documents associated with each allotment, allowable use rates are as follows: 

 
 
 
 
 

Forage use by grazing ungulates will be maintained at or above a condition that ensures recovery 
of threatened and endangered species.  Site-specific forage utilization standards have been 
developed for the allotments, as stated in Part 3 of your permit. In addition, the East Fork, 
West Fork, and Middle Fork are closed to grazing.  No use is authorized in these areas.    
 
Utilization monitoring will be conducted on or near key areas of your allotment. 
District personnel will monitor pasture use, and determine utilization percentage at 
that time.  If allowable use is exceeded (35% on the Cold/Hot Springs Allotment, 
25% on XSX Allotment, and 45% on the Shingle Allotment) in any key area of a 
pasture during the season of use, livestock will be moved to the next pasture.  If all 
remaining key areas in the allotment are at maximum use, livestock will be removed 
from the allotment.   
 
Non-compliance with the instructions set forth in this authorization could lead to adverse actions 
taken against your Temporary Grazing Permit.
